Public session

Clerk reported that Andy Keith had asked if a sight mirror could be placed at the junction of Church Street and Breighton Road to help vehicles turning right out of Church Street

Recently elected Ward Councillor Nigel Wilkinson introduced himself to the meeting and offered support to the Parish Council
Victoria Aitken reported contact with a resident complaining about mud and flailings on the road at the bottom of Breighton Road in Bubwith, Victoria also gave the Golden Number 01482 395500 which can be called to report suspicions of child abuse
01/15 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 11/12/2014, these were approved and signed by the Chairman
Declaration of Interest. To record any declarations of pecuniary and non-pecuniary interest by any Member in respect of items on this agenda, Chairman on 14/03909/PLF
02/15 Matters arising
· Defibrillators, Clerk explained that sufficient money was available to purchase 2 defibrillators but that they would need to be fitted professionally as an electricity supply would be needed. Brian Windsor offered that one could be fitted on the wall of the Spar shop, Clerk to meet with Denise Shingler to discuss siting one in Breighton. The 2 defibrillators would then be purchased
· Speedwatch, email from the Police stated that this initiative could not be used. Parish Councillors again expressed concern at speeding in all areas of the parish and a meeting with the East Riding Council officer is to be held. It was noted that all drivers need to accept responsibility for speeding and that when Police do speed checks then local people form a high percentage of offenders
· Allotments, Clerk reported that there are currently 3 vacant plots with 4 applicants for new plots 
· Recycling site, nothing to report
· Dingle Dell group, nothing to report
· Selby College bus, Carol Hall explained that Selby College was the nearest 6th form college and young people now have to stay in education until they are 18. The bus pass from Bubwith to Selby has risen from £100 pa to £500 pa in recent years. Victoria is to arrange a meeting with the East Riding Council passenger transport department to discuss
· Hotham and Turner Fund, Richard Moore explained that one of the trustees term of office (Ann Smith) expired this month. Ann was unanimously elected to another term
· Shrubs at Dyons entrance, more shrubs are now needed, amenity area ivy planting will be carried out as soon as possible and the hedge at the bridge will be tidied shortly
· Christmas events, Christmas Tree and Christmas lights will be discussed at the August meeting in preparation for Christmas 2015. The idea of buying small Christmas trees and planting them on the allotment field to benefit future Parish Councils was considered sound and small trees will be purchased
· Chain locks for vulnerable residents, take up is very low
· Skate-park events for young people in 2015, The Parish Council resolved to apply for a grant from the Positive Activities Grant Fund for 2015

05/15 Accounts, balances £9976.93 current, £2533.19 saver (includes £2000 election reserve, £500 general reserve, £776.11 defibrillator fund and £5101.00 Howden Twilight bus grant) 
Cheques approved were, £92.34 Seb Ainsley litter picker salary, £540.00 R Drury Coaches twilight bus, £288.73 SJ Young Clerk for January 
Precept discussions, Parish Councillors noted that defibrillators were to be fitted shortly plus that Christmas trees and possibly lights were to be invested in for the future so resolved to increase reserves by £250 to allow for these items. Accordingly Sue Chatterley proposed Allen Shepherd seconded that the precept be raised to £12,250 and this was resolved unanimously

· Allen Shepherd asked that the footpaths at the proposed development on Breighton Road be checked to ensure that they do not interfere with drains

· Mike Suddaby reported that parking enforcement officers had visited Church Close plus asked about the hedge at Barr Cottage
