
Minutes of the Bubwith Parish Council meeting held on Thursday 12 February 2015 in the Bubwith Leisure Centre

Public session

Victoria Aitken had arranged for Paul Copeland (East Riding of Yorkshire Council Road Traffic Officer) to attend the meeting to discuss speeding issues in Bubwith parish.
Victoria explained that she was aware that speeding is an issue across the East Riding and that the East Riding Council and Police are very keen to work with proactive Parish Councils to look at ways to reduce traffic dangers associated with speeding

Paul Copeland said that he is keen to work to reduce traffic accidents as casualty numbers are an important measurement of his work and use of budget.

An awareness campaign was discussed that would remind drivers of speed limits and encourage them to keep to them, an idea of using stickers on wheelie bins saying “streetlights mean 30mph” plus use of scarecrows wearing yellow jackets plus local people signing up to an “I won’t speed” pledge were all seen as ways of increasing awareness. Paul Copeland will send information on price of stickers etc

John Cunnington from Highfield said he was very keen to join a Speedwatch campaign whereby local people measure driver’s speeds, this is something Victoria will progress with our new Police Superintendent when he is in post. Also flashing speed signs are available and these can also be investigated, although with both initiatives there are training and insurance issues

Andy Keith also suggested the use of cameras as a deterrent plus said that he noticed that parked cars form a natural traffic blockage so slowing traffic down
Charlotte Atkinson asked about what may be done at the edges of villages where there is a 40mph limit, Paul Copeland said this was more difficult to take action but repeater speed signs were possible legally

Chairman thanked Paul for his attendance

· Defibrillators, we are waiting for delivery of the Bubwith defib, it has been agreed that it will be sited on the wall of the Spar (shortly to be Costcutter) shop. A consultation with Breighton residents about the use of the BT telephone box resulted in no objections to the telephone box being de-commissioned and being used to house the Breighton defib. Accordingly BT will be contacted to arrange this. Clerk reported that consumables for defibrillators are (1) the battery which lasts 5 years and costs £75 plus (2) pads which last 2 years and cost £25 a set (also if used a new set of pads is needed)
· Allotments report, Clerk reported that all plots had now been let
· Recycling site, it was reported that there is a lot of litter around the site, Clerk to arrange a litter pick by the East Riding Council
· Dingle Dell group, nothing to report
· Selby College bus, nothing to report
· Shrubs at Dyons entrance report plus amenity area ivy planting, a letter about the “pinch point” outside the Dyons was considered and a reply drafted. It was noted that the Parish Council had done as much as possible to improve matters but for reasons outside its control nothing more could be done

· Denise Shingler reported that the issue of HGVs in Breighton was still a major problem

· Brian Windsor reported that the Spar shop will change to Costcutter and new ownership on 23 February and he will be leaving the village, Parish Councillors congratulated him on service to the Parish Council

· Julian Frazier reported that the dyke in front of the new houses on Highfield Road was full of litter plus a car is parking fully on the pavement at this point so blocking access for pedestrians plus that the hedge at Barr Cottage is still blocking the pavement making it dangerous for people entering and leaving the playing fields entrance

· Charlotte Atkinson reported that the 40mph sign on Street Lane damaged in a recent accident was still not repaired plus was concerned at reports that a child had been offered a lift in a stranger’s car at Barlby and suggested that a “buddy” system should operate when children are leaving school plus asked about the Tour de Yorkshire cycle race which is coming through Bubwith on Saturday 2 May and suggested that this is discussed at the March Parish Council meeting
· Richard Moore reported that the Leisure Centre Committee is moving forward on the proposed refurbishment of the building plus reported that Surgery Lane was pot-holed again

· Victoria Aitken reported that she has been working on a review panel to look at procedures for safeguarding children. There is a Golden Number where any concerns can be reported 01482 395500 and encouraged the Parish Council to advertise this number
