The highways officer has sent 3 options for a sign to be placed next to the telephone box. Eileen attended the meeting and discussed these options with Parish Councillors and a recommendation was made to be sent to the East Riding

· Defibrillators, purchase and siting, waiting for delivery of Bubwith defib, the Breighton defib will be ordered shortly to be placed in the telephone box once it has been decommissioned
· Allotments report, all plots now allocated, it was resolved to remove the willow tree at the bottom of the allotment field
· Recycling site nothing to report plus recycling information from East Riding Council to be put in the newsletter was noted
· Dingle Dell group, Carol Hall reported that the group are waiting for a lottery application to be submitted
· Selby College bus, Carol Hall reported that she is waiting for funding information
· Extra shrubs at Dyons entrance plus amenity area ivy planting will be resolved shortly. The hedge at Barr Cottage was noted as still being a danger to pedestrians and it was resolved to write again to the residents plus put a general note in the newsletter about keeping hedges cut to ensure road safety
· Speeding issues, it was resolved to leave this subject until May to allow Ward Councillors to get fully involved
· Christmas trees, Clerk to arrange a meeting with Allen Shepherd, Mike Suddaby and Malcolm Henson to look at planting and protection of small trees for the future
· Hedges on B1228 and A163, an email has been received promising action to have these dangerous hedges cut back
· Twilight bus grant, application to be made by Gilberdyke PC for the next academic year

· Operation Lifestyle summation was discussed and Clerk to write to Lifestyle Teams and to include information in the newsletter
· Grass cutting by East Riding of Yorkshire Council, maps were received from a meeting with ERYC Officers. Areas marked on the map are to be cut regularly during the season, the frequency of cut is planned to be 3 weeks during 2015, Parish Councillors to note on calendars when parish grass is cut
