· Defibrillators, purchase and siting, the defib for Bubwith has been delivered and will be sited on the wall of the Costcutter as soon as possible. The defib for Breighton will arrive shortly and will be sited in the phone box when it has been decommissioned
· Allotments report, tree has been taken down, it was noted that the Police are visiting to advise allotment holders on security
· Recycling site, Dingle Dell group and Selby College bus nothing to report 
· Amenity area ivy planting is complete
· Shrubs at the entrance to the Dyons have had no impact on traffic mounting the kerb, this to be discussed at the May meeting with a view to holding a further meeting with Highways Department of East Riding Council

· Handyman issues, Peter has started to cut grass at the west side of the bridge, Ian Peach has offered to donate some planings to repair potholes in Surgery Lane

· Speeding initiatives to be worked on at the May meeting, contact with Highways Officer Paul Copeland has not happened and this will be pursued
· Christmas trees, Clerk reported that a contact has been established with a grower at Newsholme and 20 one foot trees have been purchased
· HGV signing at Breighton, feedback from East Riding Highways Officer was noted and the Parish Council resolved to accept the recommendation

Printer/copier usage 2015/16, Clerk was given a £500 budget to provide in house printing of the newsletter and other documents, proposed Richard Moore seconded Denise Shingler and resolved unanimously. This budget is the same as was spent last year on print costs
