
Bubwith Annual Parish Meeting
Anne Young from Bubwith Community Youth Club gave an update on the activities of the club, it was accredited with ERVAS and so had all relevant policies in place, the club is open to young people from Bubwith and the surrounding area and had 51 people on the register. The objectives of the club are to provide activities and also to give the young people new experiences not usually available in the rural environment, the club members are consulted about what they want to have available. The grants received from East Riding Council and the Parish Council had allowed the club to move forward and bring in external providers, Goole Go Far had provided transport to allow members to enjoy trips to swimming/bowling etc and the East Riding Council Play Rangers had also attended for a number of weeks to train adult volunteers in how to run activities. The support of the Parish Council in providing skate park evenings was appreciated, Sky bike rides had been arranged and a Halloween Party had been very successful. Anne stressed the community involvement of adult volunteers plus supporters and that the Community Cricket Club were running cricket sessions this summer
John Plant from the Christian Fellowship Youth Bus thanked the Parish Council for its continuing support and said that numbers were generally between 12 and 16 young people each week. The bus is staffed by volunteers and provides a place for secondary age young people to hang out with friends, further activities are planned for the future

The Chairman commented that these activities for our young people were excellent and thanked the volunteers involved

The above were all unanimously approved

The Code of Conduct adopted in 2012 was re-adopted for the life of the Parish Council

The revised Severe Weather Plan and financial risk assessment were noted
30/15 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 9/4/2015, these were approved and signed by the Chairman
Declaration of Interest. To record any declarations of pecuniary and non-pecuniary interest by any Member in respect of items on this agenda, Paul Lambert pecuniary interest on 15/01105/PLF
31/15 Matters arising
· Defibrillators, budget information was noted. Clerk reported that we are waiting for delivery of the second defib plus the decommissioning of the Breighton phone box. Familiarisation training has been arranged with the Ambulance Service for 3 June
· Allotments nothing to report, Recycling site nothing to report
· Dingle Dell group Carol Hall reported that the group had lost momentum and needed external expertise to move forward
· Selby College bus, Carol Hall and Victoria Aitken were progressing the issue of high travel costs, Clerk to check for grants
· Shrubs at Dyons entrance, the pinch point is still causing problems and a site visit is to be requested with Paul Robinson of Highways at the East Riding of Yorkshire Council
· Speeding initiative, Parish Councillors noted that this is not an easy problem to solve and various ideas were discussed to try and stop speeding in the parish. It was resolved to ask for signage either side of the playing field entrance saying children at play
· 20 small Christmas trees have been planted in pots prior to being planted in the allotment field in the future
· Street naming land south of Mulberry House, Mulberry Gardens was supported as a name
· Fly posting in the parish. The Parish Council felt that the parish was looking very tidy but that this was being compromised by posters being placed randomly on lamp-posts and at the bridge. Parish Councillors felt that there should be a policy of not allowing posters advertising events outside of the parish, also that posters for local events should be allowed for a short period and removed when the event is finished. Clerk to check with East Riding Council that it is legal to make this policy and this will be discussed again at the June meeting
· Draft Chairman’s Annual report was approved and will be included in the newsletter with the annual accounts
· Newsletter, Denise Shingler asked if an A4 page of small adverts should be included in the newsletter and a small charge made for them. This would offset the printing costs, it was resolved to include information in the May newsletter to gauge interest and to discuss this again at the June meeting

· Richard Moore reported a pot hole on the Leisure Centre access road, Malcolm Henson suggested that the East Riding of Yorkshire Council might be asked to resolve this and the pot holes on Surgery Lane
