Public session

Brent Hills made a presentation on a scheme designed to slow traffic, the existing signs at Bubwith village entrances would be amended to flash up the registration plate of speeding drivers, this scheme would be offered to Bubwith Parish Council by Brent’s company, Chairman thanked Brent for his presentation

Louise Sharpe spoke in favour of her two planning applications

Chairman welcomed our new Ward Councillor Linda Bayram

37/15 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 14/5/2015, these were approved and signed by the Chairman
Declaration of Interest. To record any declarations of pecuniary and non-pecuniary interest by any Member in respect of items on this agenda, Sandra Hills a pecuniary interest in the discussions on speeding, Ann Smith a pecuniary on all 3 of the planning applications on the agenda plus Malcolm Henson a pecuniary interest on 15/01537/PLF and 15/01536/PLF
38/15 Matters arising
· Defibrillators, waiting for the decommissioning of the Breighton phone box. The training session was not attended by many and Richard Moore asked if the Ambulance Service had a simple fact sheet about the use of a defibrillator that could be circulated to homes
· Allotments and Recycling site nothing to report

· Dingle Dell group, Carol Hall reported that work has stalled and external expertise was needed so a grant application was being prepared
· Selby College bus Victoria Aitken is looking at the problems of costs for parish young people to attend local A level colleges, Linda Bayram highlighted a similar problem at South Hunsley and said she would get involved in trying to get costs down. Richard Moore commented that there was a financial penalty for living in rural areas. Louise Sharpe from the public area offered information saying Scunthorpe College paid for bus passes for its pupils regardless of where they live 
· Shrubs at Dyons entrance, Chairman and Richard Moore reported on a site meeting. The Highways officer of the East Riding Council had stated that the road was adequate, it was the driving that was dangerous. Sandra Hills suggested that a second opinion be sought or an appeal against the decision of the Highways officer be made to a line manager and this was resolved
· Speeding initiative, it was unanimously agreed to accept Brent Hills’s offer in his presentation at the start of the meeting, Clerk to arrange a site meeting with the East Riding Council and if necessary the Police. It was noted that Holme on Spalding Moor were using the wheelie bin stickers discussed at the last meeting and results from this pilot scheme will be assessed before progressing the idea in Bubwith parish (Sandra Hills left the room during these discussions)
· Fly posting in the parish, the East Riding Council has replied saying action cannot be taken unless an obstruction is caused or a danger to road users. Clerk to check if a local bye-law can be introduced
· Newsletter and advertising, Clerk reported 3 replies and it was resolved to go forward with the idea using these 3 adverts
· Handyman issues, Clerk listed the jobs to be done by our handyman
· Operation Lifestyle 2015, it was noted that groups will be set up shortly and they would welcome ideas from Parish Councillors
