Public session

Concerns were expressed about not picking up dog fouling particularly on the public rights of way network in the parish, especially on the rail trail and in Dingle Dell. Lots of suggestions about how the problems could be approached were made and given to the Parish Council for consideration. 

Chairman explained that the East Riding of Yorkshire Council dog warden service was available to help the problem and said that the Parish Council had met with him previously. She reassured everyone that the problem was a major concern of the Parish Council and said that the initiative of providing doggie bags around the parish had helped the problem of dog poo being left on pavements

45/15 Matters arising
· Speeding initiative by Brent Hills, waiting for a resolution of legal issues around number plate recognition. Victoria reported that a meeting was planned with East Riding Council officers to discuss the plans
· Defibrillators, the decommissioning of the Breighton phone box has happened and now waiting for the defib to be installed 
· Allotments report, Paul Lambert reported that dog poo had been seen at the allotments, Sandra Hills recommended a sign saying toxocariasis can be caught from dog faeces and this in a food growing could be a problem, Clerk to prepare notices. Malcolm Henson suggested that the same notices could be placed at the entrance to the Public Rights of Way in the parish
· Recycling site, Dingle Dell group, nothing to report
· Selby College bus, problems of high charges for students is on the agenda at East Riding Council in January. Victoria and Linda will ensure that this issue is aired. Clerk reported that the grant application for the twilight bus for Howden School is being made again following rejection by Awards for All
· Fly posting in the parish, the Parish Council is powerless to act to prevent this
· Newsletter and advertising, 3 invoices have been sent out (£50 each) and 2 new ads have been accepted to start in July newsletter
· Denise Shingler said that the letter of objection received from the neighbours adjacent to the two planning applications discussed at the June meeting had caused unease. Parish Councillors agreed that the discussions were not handled as well as usual and that information in the objections letter was contrary to that understood by Parish Councillors at the June meeting. The Parish Council unanimously resolved to ask the planning officer to ensure that the points made in the objections letter were fully explored to ensure that the resident’s voice was heard. Ann Smith and Malcolm Henson withdrew from the discussion as they had declared an interest in the planning applications

· Malcolm Henson reported that the newsletter could include information about dog poo and include the dog warden’s contact details to report problems, he also reported that the plants on the bridge had died
· Julian Frazier reported that there are quite often boxes of bottles/tins left at the recycling area and suggested that the newsletter be used to ask people not to do this. He also reported that when sheep are loose on the riverbank north of the bridge then a sign at the bridge saying sheep loose would be useful for dog owners

· Denise Shingler reported that various village fetes had recently happened on the same day and this was counter productive
