51/15 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 9/7/2015, these were approved and signed by the Chairman

52/15 Matters arising
· Dog fouling, information presented at the July meeting by the group in the public session had been copied to Parish Councillors and the Clerk has since passed on information to the group from the dog warden. Julian Frazier asked if the group could be provided with spray paint and this will be resolved either by the dog warden or via the Parish Council
· Speeding initiative, still waiting for East Riding of Yorkshire Council, Linda Bayram pointed out that our 3 Ward Councillors have a September meeting planned with the relevant East Riding Council Director about Bubwith and this subject
· Defibrillators, Breighton phone box defib now installed and the ambulance service has confirmed that it is on the system with Denise Shingler as guardian. It was noted that as the Parish Council now owns the telephone box the sticky poster should be removed. It was noted that there is a small balance left in the defibs fund and this will now be included in the reserve needed for batteries and pads
· Allotments report, Paul Lambert reported that the field has not yet been cut and this was causing weed problems. Chairman and Clerk had carried out the annual inspection and Parish Councillors agreed on the action required to solve the problems. Malcolm Henson suggested that as part of the field will be needed for the Christmas Tree nursery that it would be a good idea to keep the field next year ie not let it out. He suggested that fruit trees could be bought to form a parish orchard, Clerk reported that the Woodland Trust would provide free of charge packs of young trees
