Public session, no business
58/15 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 13/8/2015, approved and signed by the Chairman
Declaration of Interest. To record any declarations of pecuniary and non-pecuniary interest by any Member in respect of items on this agenda, Ann Smith non-pecuniary on 15/02612/OUT
59/15 Matters arising
· Dog fouling update, the group working to stop dog fouling on public rights of way are in contact with the East Riding Council dog warden. Sandra Hills commented that the group’s work seems to be having a positive effect
· Speeding initiative, still waiting for East Riding of Yorkshire Council to make a decision. Our Ward Councillors are meeting with the relevant Director on 15 September and this issue will be discussed. 
· Highways issues, Parish Councillors expressed dissatisfaction with the reply from East Riding Council Highways about the problems on the road between Wressle and Breighton and the lack of action at the entrance to the Dyons. Clerk to send information to our Ward Councillors about these issues to be included in the discussions with the Director
· Allotments report, the field has been cut and problem plots have or will be resolved

· Recycling site, Dingle Dell group nothing to report
· Selby College bus, our Ward Councillors noted that a transport event will be held in Goole on 5 October between 6.30pm and 8pm, Clerk to circulate information
· Grant opportunities, community resilience was discussed and Clerk to circulate the updated emergency plan for consideration and possible grant options
· Litter picker vacancy, it was noted that the current litter picker has not claimed salary for 3 months and as the Parish Council has assumed he has now finished working for the Parish Council it was resolved to advertise the vacancy
· Handyman, it was noted that the repairs to the pothole in the playing field entrance have been completed. Problems of pot holes in the recycling area on the B1228 will be passed to the East Riding Council
· Christmas 2015, various ideas were discussed to add impetus to the events, they have remained relatively unchanged for 7 years. A committee was formed to be chaired by Charlotte Atkinson to include Sandra Hills, Paul Lambert, Ann Smith and Denise Shingler. Shirley Moore will be invited to join the committee

· Volunteer cutting of grass in the Churchyard on Monday evenings, Alex Chatterley has donated a lawn mower to the group. Concern was expressed at the drop in numbers of volunteers and Paul Lambert plus Shaun Thompson offered to help when available. The drop in volunteer numbers will be looked at next year and if necessary the idea of asking our handyman for support was discussed
· Newsletter advertising, Clerk reported a 7th advert

· Work on the shrubs bed at the Dyons entrance will be discussed at the October meeting
