Public session, no business
65/15 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 10/9/2015, these were approved and signed by the Chairman

66/15 Matters arising
· Dog fouling, nothing to report
· Speeding initiative, East Riding Council officers were positive about the initiative when it was discussed on a site visit. 
· Highways issues, site visit by East Riding Council Director, the discussion about the pinch point at the Dyons entrance was positive and new planting will be established with a possible re-alignment of the kerb edging. The site visit then went to Breighton to look at the Breighton to Wressle road and the deep ditches at the road sides, the danger was noted and marker posts will be sited, pot holes and a much needed grip to remove water will also be resolved 
· Allotments, the 4 plots that were a problem have been resolved, options to improve the management of the field were discussed, the best option was considered to be cutting the grass 3 times a year at a cost of £225. An allotment orchard plus Christmas Tree nursery and a possible small copse were also seen to be beneficial. Clerk to look at possible funding plus to ask for views of allotment holders

· Recycling site, it was noted that bins will be removed shortly

·  Dingle Dell group nothing to report, Public Rights of Way issues now resolved
· Selby College bus, Carol Hall attended a recent transport event and has been listed as Bubwith Parish Council’s Transport Champion and an article is to be put into the next newsletter asking for transport problems so solutions can be explored
· Grant opportunities, noted
· Litter picker vacancy, one application has been received and it was resolved to employ Matthew Ainsley subject to a 6 month probation period. Matthew is 17 years old and it was resolved to pay the minimum wage for 18 to 20 year olds
· Handyman issues, as grass cutting stops the handyman will stop working until Spring 2016, he will complete any other parish jobs before stopping work for the winter
· Christmas 2015, Tree purchase it was resolved to look at the quote received and to explore other options, Clerk then to send information by email so a decision can be made quickly. It was resolved to put up the tree on Saturday 28 November and to buy 2 more strings of lights. Charlotte Atkinson outlined the format for celebrations following the recent meeting of the Christmas committee, the next committee meeting is on Tuesday 13 October at 7.30pm in the Centre bar
· Newsletter, Clerk reported that Jessica had been bitten by a dog when delivering the September newsletter, Jess will not deliver to this address again. There are now 7 adverts for the newsletter and it was resolved to keep the format unchanged
· No cold calling zone Breighton, Clerk to investigate this option
· HGVs on road between Bubwith and Breighton, there is concern in the parish about the number and speed of HGVs and it was resolved to write to the company operating on the airfield asking for consideration to residents
· Spaldington wind farm meeting, Linda Bayram reported that the company installing the turbines were using driven piling which is causing noise and impact problems to residents. This was not the original plan but a planning loophole is allowing it to happen
· Hedge on Breighton Road between retirement bungalows and Church Street, Malcolm Henson and Allen Shepherd reported that this is overgrowing the footpath and the grass verge is a highways verge and should not be overgrown, it was resolved to ask highways to intervene
