Public session

Robert Schofield from BTS Haulage attended the meeting to discuss his company’s HGV usage of the road from the A163 to Breighton. The Parish Council had received some concerns from residents at the use of the road by large HGVs, it was appreciated that BTS is legitimately using the road but that there is a public perception of large HGVs potentially speeding. Robert expressed the company policy to be good neighbours and to this end had instructed all drivers that the road is a 20mph limit to them and this can be checked by tachograph. He has reminded all drivers to be courteous to other road users in the parish and will have a reminder notice as they leave site in Breighton. The main problem area was seen as the corner of Breighton Road and Church Street where cars are parked across the dotted white line making it difficult for all drivers (cars and HGVs) to turn the corner safely. A recent site meeting about this parking problem with Highways of East Riding Council was not fruitful and various options were discussed to improve the issue
Chairman thanked Robert for a constructive meeting

· Reports: Recycling site, the parking area surface is badly pot-holed and Charlotte Atkinson is to ask for remedial action

· Dingle Dell group, Public Rights of Way, nothing to report

·  Transport Champion, a household survey is to be carried out to ask for public transport problems, Clerk to check with McColls to ask if they would have a replies box sited
· Allotments, a bonfire is to be set when weather permits to clear the remains of the tree taken down earlier in the year
· Christmas 2015, tree has been ordered for collection from Newsholme on Friday 27/11/15, new Christmas lights have arrived, Denise Shingler has prepared information to go in the newsletter, the Christmas event is arranged and it was resolved that donation buckets will be used and monies raised on the night would be split between the Disabled Riders Association and the Bubwith Leisure Centre
· No cold calling zone Breighton, to be looked at Spring 2016
· Pinch point Dyons and marker posts on the Breighton to Wressle road, these problems areas have potential solutions planned and work should be done shortly
· Malcolm Henson has checked Parish Council owned salt bins and will ensure they are full and ready for use in the winter, Malcolm will also check the Christmas tree lights

· Clerk noted that doggie bags stocks are low and he will reorder
