Minutes of the Bubwith Parish Council meeting held on Thursday 13 February 2014 in the Bubwith Leisure Centre

Public session, Tom Render from the Yorkshire Ambulance Service attended to give information on defibrillators. They are important in helping save lives in the event of cardiac arrest, Tom explained that traditional methods of resuscitation had a 6-8% chance of success and defibrillators had an 85% chance, this reduced by 10% for each minute not used. He explained that in rural areas ambulance response times were not as good as in urban areas. Tom handed out information on cost of defibrillators, there were variances in price not on the machine but on the strength of the cabinet it is housed in. The recommended option costs £1560 plus VAT, an electricity supply is needed to provide a trickle charge, cost would be £3 to £4 per year. When 999 is dialled to request an ambulance for a cardiac arrest the operator would direct the caller to the defibrillator with the code to gain access. A "guardian" would be needed to check the battery weekly and the Ambulance Service would run a free drop in session to explain the procedures once the defibrillator was up and running

· Allotments report, Clerk reported that all rents were now paid and that there was one vacant plot which will be advertised in the newsletter
· Recycling site, nothing to report
· Standing orders were formally adopted and signed by the Chairman 
· Local Grant Fund, an application has been granted for salt if required to combat snow. The application for doggie bag refills was refused, this fund had been expected to support this important local initiative. Parish Councillors were concerned because no allowance had been made in the precept for refills, an appeal is to be made plus sponsorship is to be requested from a local pet food manufacturer. Concerns about dog mess being left on the public rights of way in the parish was noted and the newsletter to include an appeal to move this mess away from where people walk ie "stick and flick"
· HGVs in Breighton, Victoria Aitken is following this up and what signage might say to discourage HGVs from trying to access the airfield at the wrong entrance
· Defibrillator, it was decided that to purchase a parish defibrillator was a good idea. Denise Shingler stated that it was important for Breighton residents to have a defibrillator in Breighton as well as Bubwith. It was resolved to form a committee to look into fund-raising starting with a "Giant Coffee Morning" in the Leisure Centre on Saturday 12 April
· Drainage issues, Village Drain and Breighton Road. Richard Moore reported contact with the drainage engineer from East Riding Council who had looked at the Village Drain and promised support if there are future problems, Richard has fitted a grille to stop debris blocking the drain. The drainage engineer reported that blockages had been cleared on Breighton Road
· Bubwith Parish in Bloom, nothing to report
· Pilgrimage of Grace, as Aughton was the centre for the pilgrimage locally it was suggested that John Brown be invited to an Ellerton & Aughton Parish Council meeting with Bubwith people invited to attend
· Church Street Bubwith, condition of road surface and pinch point at the Dyons, replies from Highways at East Riding Council were seen as unhelpful. Clerk to ask Victoria Aitken to intervene
· Affordable houses, Highfield Road, the reply from East Riding Council was seen as sensible and helpful, Clerk to send acknowledgement
· Emergency Plan was noted without changes
