Public session, Andrea Pope and Fred Clark spoke about planning application 14/00652/OUT, they both live opposite the site and expressed grave concerns at the increased traffic entering the highway if this development takes place. Clerk explained the procedure that outline planning is basically seeking permission to develop the site and that the East Riding of Yorkshire Council Draft Local Plan included this as a site recognised for development during the period 2014 to 2029. The issue of speeding traffic was discussed and Victoria Aitken commented that this was a county wide problem, the measures achieved by the Parish Council are making drivers aware of speed limits and the need for safety but can implement no physical barriers as the road is an A road, Police speed checks show that a high percentage of speeding traffic is due to local people

· Pinch point at the Dyons, report on meeting with highways, the Parish Council resolved to ask for reinstatement as a single kerb and then plant a row of small shrubs to mark the edge of the raised area. It was noted that pot holes on Intake Lane have been repaired and that the problem triangle of mud near the School was to be tarmacced
· Bubwith Leisure Centre grant project, progress is being made
· Dog litter bin on Breighton Road has been repaired by our handyman and will be resited as soon as possible, the cost of welding to be reimbursed to our handyman
· Dingle Dell group, Carol Hall reported on work done so far and that a bid had been made to the National Lottery Fund
· Christmas Tree and lights, deferred until the next meeting
· Bus service to York, revised timetable is now available and it was reported that the fare levels were acceptable. Victoria Aitken reported that thanks to efforts of local residents then the timetable losses were largely reinstated and that other areas of the East Riding had suffered more than we had. Victoria was thanked for her support 
· Dog mess on public rights of way, Clerk reported that a resident had expressed concern at the use of the term "stick and flick" as this could cause dog mess to fly up into the face. Richard Moore agreed that this was a concern, future newsletter mentions will ask for removal rather than suggest flick and stick
