· Police crime prevention officer, Clerk gave information about the Holme on Spalding Moor Community Support Day, the Crime Prevention Officer will be in attendance and will be asked if a public meeting could be held in Bubwith to give crime prevention advice
· HGVs in Breighton, Parish Councillors considered the offers of new signage to try and stop HGVs going through Breighton village unnecessarily and resolved to accept them. The Parish Council has written to local businesses on the airfield asking for post-code changes

· Christmas Tree and lights, there is concern that the lights were getting old and less bright. The current transformer is not as powerful as it should be so it was resolved unanimously to change all 8 strings of lights to LED over the next 4 years and therefore 2 new strings will be bought before Christmas, this was proposed Charlotte Atkinson seconded Mike Suddaby. Clerk to investigate a Christmas Tree, the star is to be altered and a collection is to be held at each Christmas event towards the new lights fund
