· Richard Moore questioned the poor grass cutting standards of the East Riding Council and noted that the Village Green grass needed attention before the Christmas events, Clerk to ask if we are due another cut and Victoria Aitken to take up the poor standards issue with the ERYC

· Allen Shepherd asked for a report on the recent speed checks in the village

· Carol Hall reported that dog mess was being left on Highfield Road, this to be noted in the newsletter plus Julian Frazier reported that dog mess was being cleared into bags and the bags left on the pavement in some parts of Bubwith
· Ann Smith reported that a resident was concerned at chickens roaming loose on Highfield Road and crossing the road and damaging gardens

· Richard Moore noted a recent email about grass verges and suggested that this be discussed at the November meeting with the email contact attending, Richard also reported on investigations with N Powergrid about recent power outages. He had been told by N Powergrid that the problems were difficult to isolate and that systems were being put in place to specify where the problems are occurring. The problems are widespread and are affecting a large area
