Public session

The Lifestyle group, Toxic, attended to present £136 to the Parish Council to put towards the parish Christmas Tree this year, the money was raised from a sponsored bike ride event. The Parish Council thanked the team and asked them to attend on Sunday 30 November at 6pm when the tree lights will be officially switched on, Toxic is Jessica, Katharin, Megan and Nell 
The Local Access Forum attended to discuss verges, Helen Reynolds and Ros Stanley explained that the LAF is formed by Hull and East Riding and is an independent body to give advice to residents. The verges sub-group looks at making verges a safe refuge and a way of linking villages and amenities, verges need to consider safe passage versus bio-diversity and the need for drainage grips etc so a compromise solution is often explored. Various examples of problems were discussed and the verges in Bubwith parish were considered. Helen and Ros stated that they would be pleased to support any initiative brought forward by the Parish Council

· Allotments report, nothing to report
· Recycling site report, nothing to report
· Defibrillator, £776.11 plus a promised further £100 has been raised towards the purchase of defibrillators for Breighton and Bubwith. A grant application will be considered on 14 November and if successful will allow the defibs to be purchased. It was agreed that any residual money would be used to hold first aid courses for any resident wishing to attend
· Dingle Dell group, Carol Hall reported that a meeting was planned for 5 December to look at moving forward the project
· Shrubs at Dyons entrance have been planted by Angie Yorke, it was agreed that ivy would be planted around the concrete base of the box in the amenity area at the bridge
· Local Grant Fund applications, the defibrillator application (£1999.00) has been sent to the grant panel sitting on 14 November and the lawnmower application (£600.00) will go to the December panel, the £210.00 already awarded and not used in winter 2013 has been asked to be held over to winter 2014 and decision expected at 14 November panel
· Christmas events, Christmas Tree and Christmas lights. Chairman, Richard Moore and Clerk are going to Everingham to view trees on 20 November. Christmas lights will be checked asap and Charlotte Atkinson reported that the sleigh will hopefully make an appearance   
· Report on meeting with Natural England to discuss hedges at the Derwent bridge, Natural England will cut the hedges that they are responsible for soon
· Chain locks for vulnerable residents, these are available from a grant received from the Police Commissioners Fund, an article will be put in the newsletter asking for people who would like a door chain. Richard Moore will also ask via the Hotham and Turner Charity

· Common land opposite White Swan, concern has been expressed by a resident about gate-posts that have been erected, the ownership and status of the land is being confirmed by East Riding of Yorkshire Council

77/14 Accounts, balances £13,738.61 current, £2532.75 saver (includes £2000 election reserve, £500 general reserve, £776.11 defibrillator fund and £7269.00 Howden Twilight bus grant) 
Cheques approved were, £92.34 Seb Ainsley litter picker salary, £571.20 W Ward twilight bus, £700.00 R Drury Coaches twilight bus, £243.80 Zurich Insurance for annual premium, £15.12 Allen Shepherd to reimburse cost of shrubs at Dyons entrance, £328.15 SJ Young Clerks (£226.97 net salary for November plus expenses to be reimbursed)
Spreadsheet to inform precept was discussed and financial decisions made to be effective 1/4/15
1. Allotment rent was increased from 12p to 14p per square yard, proposed Brian Windsor seconded Allen Shepherd and carried unanimously
2. Clerks salary and conditions, it was appreciated that 25 hours per month is not sufficient to carry out the work and this was increased to 30 hours plus salary increased by 50p per hour to £10.50 per hour, this was proposed Richard Moore seconded Paul Lambert and resolved unanimously

3. Newsletter delivery pay was increased by £12 per year (Carol Hall took no part)
4. Grant request Bubwith Leisure Centre/Playing Fields Committee, a grant of £2700 was awarded unanimously, proposed Carol Hall seconded Julian Frazier

5. Grant request Community Cricket Club, a grant of £100 was awarded unanimously, proposed Julian Frazier seconded Carol Hall

6. Grant request from the under 5’s for staff clothing, it was considered that whilst the principle of staff wearing standard work clothing was applauded the precept should not be used to pay for work clothes of employees and hence no grant was awarded

7. Youth bus, this was considered a valuable resource for the young people of the parish and a grant of £750 was awarded unanimously, proposed Paul Lambert seconded Allen Shepherd

8. Grant request from the Youth Club, a grant of £150 was awarded unanimously proposed Julian Frazier seconded Brian Windsor

9. Grant request from the Church for help with new flooring, a grant of £289 was awarded unanimously, proposed Julian Frazier seconded Carol Hall

10. The necessity of a grant reserve plus the decision on what to ask for as a precept were held over to the December meeting

· Carol Hall reported that the footpath is being obstructed by parked vehicles to the east of the Indian Restaurant and wheelchairs etc cannot pass

· Brian Windsor reported that students who live in Breighton and attend Selby College are being dropped off in Bubwith

· Paul Lambert reported a streetlight out at the bridge area plus that Jewsons of York have chewed up the grass adjacent to the School

· Chairman reported that fireworks had gone on for a long period and this was inconsiderate to pet owners plus that a History Group had been requested to be started
