The Parish Council has submitted a grant application to try and get funds to replace the roof, Parish Councillors reiterated support and suggested that the newsletter be used to inform residents of the problems and efforts to try and improve the situation. A letter from the Vice-Chairman of the Centre thanked the Parish Council for its support

Precept for 2016/17. Parish Councillors talked about positive achievements in the village and future support to the parish in terms of improvements and grants. It was therefore resolved to increase the precept, it was appreciated that actual increases would be small but they would show as a relatively large percentage increase. Malcolm Henson proposed Richard Moore seconded that the precept be increased from £12,250 to £13,000 this was defeated by 7 votes to 3. Julian Frazier proposed Denise Shingler seconded that the precept be raised to £12,750 and this was supported by 9 votes to 1

Tuesday club grant request, still waiting for results of external grant applications
Parish Councillors were concerned at the cost of doggie bags and the newsletter is to be used to explain that these are expensive and should be used in case of emergency and should not be relied on, disposable bags can be bought cheaply by residents
