Public session

Mary Whitworth highlighted points in her letter to the Parish Council asking for a register of important trees to be given a Tree Preservation Order following the recent removal of important and well established trees in Bubwith

15/17 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 9/2/2017, these were approved and signed by the Chairman

16/17 Matters arising
· Dog fouling, Sandra Hills reported on a really good school assembly when the dog warden made a presentation to the school-children. A poster competition has been set up to be judged on Red Nose Day. Following a report of persistent dog fouling at the east end of Highfield Road it was resolved to advise residents how to report those people who do not pick up to the dog warden. Our Ward Councillors reported an initiative to reinforce the message of penalties for not picking up and this will be included in the newsletter.
· Allotments, there is now 1 vacant plot 
· Public Rights of Way, an email from local farmer Robert Rose detailing his problems with dog walkers trespassing on his land and dogs being allowed to run free and pollute farmland with dog mess, he asked for a piece of land to be set aside for dog walkers but as the Parish Council does not control a large enough piece of land this is not possible. His points were noted and information will be included in the newsletter, this will include a note to respect livestock particularly during lambing season. It was noted that interpretation boards with maps of Public Rights of Way are planned for the parish

· Public Rights of Way, emails from Natural England about people walking dogs on the river bank in a northerly direction explained that there is no legal access beyond the first gate and that unauthorised walking of dogs is disturbing important flora and fauna. A public meeting has been arranged with Natural England explaining the situation and this will be on Wednesday 29 March at 7pm in the Leisure Centre
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, raise the roof update, Charlotte Atkinson and Richard Moore highlighted the changes in the Leisure Centre Committee and plans to have the doors/windows replaced asap plus discussions to be held about the way forward to resolve the roof problems
· Speeding concerns and options to explore to reduce speeding in the parish were discussed, all physical ways of stopping speeding has been explored and further ideas are needed. A meeting to be arranged with Holme on Spalding Moor plus Foggathorpe Parish Councils to discuss speeding issues on the A163 with a view to partnership working
· Safety measures for the School gate area, new gates and fencing at the school entrance are planned and this may help alleviate any issues. The Parish Council was asked to monitor the effect of the new double yellow lines on Church Street and the effect on school parking
· Information from the Doctor’s Practice Manager on road pot-holes repair was noted
· Thank you letter received for the grant to Citizens Advice and information on outreach sessions noted, information on opening times to be recorded in the newsletter
· Trees as per email from Mary Whitworth was discussed and it was agreed to form a group to log important trees in the parish and arrange for Tree Preservation Orders to protect them from felling. Accordingly Charlotte Atkinson, Barry Carpus along with Mary Whitworth will walk the parish to check on trees and also highlight areas where other trees could be planted
· Bus service cuts to the Selby service were noted and will be recorded in the newsletter
· Planning application notice to neighbours is changing and will be highlighted in the newsletter
· Bubwith Parish Council web-site, Sheran has said she would like to give this up, Clerk is looking at options to replace her, she was thanked for her volunteer work
· Water problems of the river backing up at the bottom of Staithe Street gardens were noted, the Environment Agency and Drainage Board are aware and will rectify
· Hedges Gunby Hall, a letter requesting hedges to be cut has been sent reference them overhanging the road
· Access problems to the Yorkshire Water plant on Breighton Road were noted, the neighbour is in touch with Yorkshire Water
17/17 Planning applications
17/00422/TPO. TPO BUBWITH No3 (Ref 1310) T1: Silver Birch, reduce by 25-30% and to crown lift. The tree is large and there is fear of it falling and also drain damage. There are also signs of Witches Broom. T2, Silver Birch, fell. This is near the boundary and is too near to the bungalow and drains. It is also causing damp and blocking out light. T3, Silver Birch, reduce by 20% and to shape and balance. This also has Witches Broom Disease and could benefit from a slight crown lift. T4, Silver Birch. Reduce by 20% and to slightly crown lift as it is getting too large for its setting and is blocking out light at Lindum Garth, 21 Church Street, Bubwith for Mrs Linda Lambert. This application has been supported as copied to Parish Councillors.
Parish Councillors expressed concern that two residents had inferred on a public website that the Parish Council had shown bias to Linda Lambert’s application because her husband is a Parish Councillor. It was noted that the Parish Council and Paul Lambert had acted properly when handling this application and that one of our Ward Councillors had attended the relevant meeting and can confirm this is so

He reported that the open meeting to discuss refurbishment had been poorly attended, at this meeting it was commented that the newsletter was not read widely, Richard suggested that the format could be changed to make it more attractive. This will be discussed at the April Parish Council meeting

· Denise Shingler reported the entrance sign to Breighton village is dirty and the C49 between Bubwith and Breighton needs attention to potholes and road edges and drains
