39/17 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 11/5/2017, these were approved and signed by the Chairman

40/17 Matters arising
· Dog fouling, Bubwith School posters are now in place
· Access along riverbank to the north of the bridge, email sent 26/5/17 was noted
· Allotments, nothing to report
· Public Rights of Way, it has been noticed that there appears to be less dog mess on PROW but other reports suggest more on pavements. Richard Moore reported problems of dogs on the playing field and confirmed dogs are not allowed
· Bubwith Leisure Centre update, a meeting to discuss the roof and way forward will take place shortly, in the meantime the doors and windows will be replaced in July and the new kitchen installed later in June. Fund-raising is ongoing and the Jo Cox day plus summer dance are the next events along with regular bingo. A card reader has now been installed in the bar to allow card payments

41/17 Planning applications

17/01493/OUT Outline erection of a detached dwelling (all matters reserved) at Land South of Rose Cottage, Clay Lane, Breighton for Mr Hall and Mrs Hutchinson. This site is outside of the development line in Breighton and Parish Councillors objected on the basis of not wanting to set a precedent

17/01039/CM Change of use from the storage, manufacture and distribution of fertiliser (mixed B2/B8 use) to a mixed use of the manufacture of animal feed (B2) and the processing of packaging waste streams (sui generis) at Spaldington Airfield, Wood Lane Brind for Eflsad Ltd. Parish Councillors objected on the basis of environmental impact in that the buildings are not odour proofed and the plans do not allow for an air lock for vehicles entering and leaving. The hours of work are very long and the constant stream of traffic in the area will be to the detriment of local people and will pollute the area, travelling through Flatgate Howden will cause more problems for Flatgate residents and traffic issues over a wider area
17/01625/VAR Variation of Condition 8 (approved plans) of planning permission 16/01275/PLF to allow alternative means of disposal of surface water at Land West of 24 Highfield Road for Mr Rob Gledhill, Parish Councillors were not reassured about the system of drainage in this clay soil area and needed to be made confident that the new system was workable, hence objected 
42/17 Planning decision as advised by the East Riding of Yorkshire Council
DC/17/01196/TPO Bubwith NO 3 – 2017 (REF:1310) T5:T1: Silver Birch: fell, due to excessive shading, tree is leaning and evidence of Taphina Betulina (Witches Broom) in crown at 10 Honey Pot, Bubwith for Mr Craig Pickles, refused

Note an appeal has been lodged against refusal of 14/00422/TPO Bubwith NO.3 – 2017 (REF 1310) T1 Silver Birch: Reduce by 25-30% and 5to crown lift. The tree is very large and there is fear of it falling and also drain damage. There are signs of Witches Broom. T2: Silver Birch: Fell, This is near the boundary and is too near to the bungalow and drains. It is causing damp and blocking out light. T3 Silver Birch: reduce by 20% and to shape and balance. This also has Witches Broom Disease and could benefit from a slight crown lift. T4 Silver Birch: reduce by 20% and to slight crown lift as is it getting too large for its setting and is blocking out light at Land near Lindum Garth, 21 Church Street, Bubwith

Reference the accusations of malpractice made against the Parish Council ie accusation of bias from some residents of Church Street and Honeypot, Parish Councillors noted that no apology had been received nor had the accusers reported Parish Councillors to the Standards Board. This was seen as very unsatisfactory and did not reflect well on the people who made the allegations
