Public session, two residents attended from Church Street about the HGV problems
15/16 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 11/2/2016, these were approved and signed by the Chairman

16/16 Matters arising
· Dog fouling, Speeding initiative, Recycling site, Dingle Dell group, Public Rights of Way all nothing to report
· Transport Champion, transport surveys have been delivered to Bubwith residents 
· Allotments, noted that there are 4 vacant plots
· Bubwith Centre roof grant applications, Richard Moore updated the Council by saying that various quotes had been received and 6 grant applications had been submitted. The roof is leaking and the preferred option is to overclad the existing roof and put in a suspended ceiling to tidy up the inside walls. A quote has also been received for new upvc external doors and windows and hopefully grants will ensure that a watertight and well insulated building fabric is achieved, acoustic tiles could be part of the refurbishment to improve sound quality. Richard also informed that thanks to Barry Carpus the heating system had been put right, the original installation was faulty and it was now working well 
· Flooding Southwood Drain, work is to be done at 12 noon on Saturday 12 March to tidy up the area on Breighton Road adjacent to Southwood Drain. A separate meeting is being arranged with Yorkshire Water to discuss sewage problems in flood times
· Land at the top of Staithe Street, concern has been expressed about the state of the grassed area due to parking. The land is common land, Parish Councillors were conscious that if the land were to be fenced off like the village green then parking for residents would be made worse, an easy solution is not possible
· Speeding on Main Street Bubwith, a letter had been received asking for support to help slow traffic following a parked car being written off outside the old Parish Hall, the offending driver was apparently local. This information to be shared via newsletter
· HGVs on Church Street, 2 residents joined in the discussions about this problem. Many HGVs are travelling regularly along Church Street and due to parking on the west side of the road they have to mount the pavement to get around the bend, this causes houses to shake and concerns were expressed about house foundations and sewage pipes. It is difficult for residents to get in and out of driveways due to parking. A lot of these problems were identified as being HGVs from BTS Logistics, it was accepted that the company is acting legally and is doing its best to help the problems. Chairman explained that a meeting had been held with the East Riding Council asking for double yellow lines on a section of Church Street. It was asked if a request could be made to minimise early morning and late evening working, it was also suggested that a road through the airfield to link BTS Logistics with the B1228 airfield entrance would be an ideal solution. Clerk to write to BTS Logistics to express the concerns
