Public session, Village Hall matters were discussed
The provision of a new plate warmer was discussed, Chairman had priced them at £500 to buy new and authority was agreed for this to be progressed. £504 had been donated from proceeds from the Wressle Castle weekend and this purchase will be from these proceeds
Jon Lunn the builder is providing quotes for two store cupboards

A timer for the heating system was discussed and the quote of £680 plus VAT was considered out of reach at the moment and it was decided to monitor the need

Chairman reported that the “snags” list for the builder had all been completed

Clerk was asked to write to Shirley and Richard Leak to thank them for the generous donation of land to house the cess tank

Clerk to check the cost of a full alcohol on-licence and also what procedure is needed for a performance licence

Jon the builder has offered to donate hand towels dispensers for the kitchen and toilets

John Cox asked for help in having overhanging tree/shrub growth cut back on bends on the A63, Ward Councillors and Clerk to investigate

· Village Hall, the land transfer for the cess tank site is now complete and waiting for the formal land registry work. Jon the builder has estimated a £275,000 rebuild cost for insurance purposes and the Parish Council has this in writing, it was resolved to accept this figure for the insurance policy. Clerk reported that the electricity supply had now been transferred to Scottish Power and that the building control application has been submitted at a cost of £240.80. Chairman has been monitoring the electricity usage and it is low
· Friends of Wressle Village Hall, covered in the public session
· Clerk has replied about the closure of the Wressle to Breighton road for two days in October saying the Parish Council supports the essential culvert work

· Formal notice of public footpath changes at Wynn Cottage Farm have been received, these have previously been discussed and supported

It was noted that once retrospective building control had been granted then the £1,425 grant would be claimed

Annual audit return shows no concerns but two comments, this is on notice-boards and website

The final invoice has been received from Npower, the cost has been waived as a goodwill gesture following the complaint made about the slowness of closing the account. The opening reading for the new account has been passed to Scottish Power
Land transfer invoices have been paid, grant still to be reclaimed as building regulation approval was not gained at the septic tank installation stage and is being sought retrospectively
At this point a revised budget will be issued for the building work
(Paula Tunbridge left the meeting)

Insurance cover for the Village Hall, two quotes have been received as per emails, renewal is due 1 October 2016. It was resolved to move insurance to Zurich who currently insure the Parish Council. The new company and old company levels of cover have been checked and are the same, the basic cost of new cover is £312 plus tax versus £743.48 inc tax (approx. £77 tax) so the saving is large. The Parish Council resolved to include hirers cover £25 cost plus subsidence cover £25.70 making an annual premium of £363 plus tax, cover for money held on premises plus business interruption cover were considered unnecessary

Guy Longbottom reported problems with HGVs accessing the road from Screetons crossroads across to Wressle when they need to be at Breighton Airfield, Clerk to ask for signage 
Guy also reported a tree next to the Village Hall that needs to be lopped, Chairman offered to do this work
