Public session, no business
Paul Lambert checked that bank statements and balances on the agenda were the same, this was confirmed allowing for one uncashed cheque

22/16 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 10/3/2016, these were approved and signed by the Chairman

23/16 Matters arising
· Dog fouling, nothing to report
· Recycling site, planings will be moved to surgery lane to fill in holes and also to the allotment track  
· Dingle Dell group, Public Rights of Way nothing to report
· Transport Champion, survey delivery has happened and results collated, waiting for further information
· Allotments, there are 4 vacant plots, Nick Briggs has been contacted to cut the field
· Bubwith Centre roof grant applications, Richard Moore reported that 6 roof quotes and 3 other insulation quotes had been received and Rebecca Thompson had offered to project manage the operation. The major grant application decision will be known early May
· Southwood Drain, Clerk reported on the removal of the hedge at Southwood Drain and replacement with a gate and fence
· Parking on Staithe Street, recent emails were noted
· Speeding on Breighton Road, recent emails were noted, the East Riding Council will be carrying out speed checks shortly
· HGVs on Church Street, double yellow lines as Church Street meets Breighton Road have been promised when budget is available
· Youth bus has now been withdrawn, Carol Hall will bring this up with the Leisure Centre Committee to see if it is possible to use a room instead
· Public Spaces Protection Orders, it was noted that current legal exclusions were;  dogs are banned from School grounds, tennis courts, play areas at Dyons and on playing field (it was noted that banning is only possible where access is denied by fencing), dogs have to be on leads in the Churchyard.

It was noted that the Leisure Centre Committee also has a dogs banning order on the playing field, it was resolved to apply a dogs on leads policy on the allotment field.

Drinking alcohol in public places is banned in the Churchyard, playing field and the A163 from bridge to Highfield crossroads
· Yorkshire Water public meeting, thanks were given to Victoria Aitken for arranging a meeting with Yorkshire Water to discuss problems particularly of rising sewage at times of flood, this will be held in the Leisure Centre bar at 7pm on Wednesday 4 May 2016
· Social Action Engagement Conference, volunteer work, Clerk will attend
· Draft Community Infrastructure Levy consultation, this was noted
· Clerk informed that the School will be supporting the Tour de Yorkshire and will stand inside the fence at Chain Bar Green for safety
· Clerk reported that our newsletter delivery person, Jess, will be leaving in the Autumn

· Clerk reported disquiet about security arrangements at McColls where our local people who work there are vulnerable following the recent robbery

· Chairman and Richard Moore reported on the streetscene walkabout when various problems were noted, mainly pot-holes, kerbing, grates, drain covers, litter bin painting and these problems will be put right by the streetscene department or passed to relevant departments in East Riding Council for action

· Richard Moore suggested that a letter be sent to McColls expressing concern at lack of CCTV, low security, vulnerability of staff particularly younger members plus that he had had concerns expressed at the difficult sight line looking right as cars exit Intake Lane on Main Street Bubwith

· Allen Shepherd reported a leaking fuel tank on Breighton Road has polluted Southwood Drain, the newsletter to be used to ask people to check tanks
