· Recycling site, planings are being used on Surgery Lane
· Public Rights of Way, Charlotte Atkinson noted improvements to path from B1228
· Allotments, there are now 3 vacant plots, 2 more are being given up plus 4 at the year end. Field is now cut to a good standard. Vacant plots will be sprayed. Reference the dandelion infested field, Clerk to check with Nick Briggs about potentially spraying the field
· Bubwith Centre roof, Richard Moore reported that Rebecca Thompson will present to the Centre Committee next Tuesday 17 May about the way forward. Grants so far received amount to £51,000, discussion ranged from what needed to be done to the building to how much was needed and what support the Parish Council might offer. Parish Councillors will try and attend the presentation on 17/5/16 to ensure that they are informed on what is happening and what support may be needed
· HGVs on Church Street, waiting for double yellow lines 
· Yorkshire Water public meeting, Clerk & Chairman reported that many agencies had attended this meeting to allow residents affected by sewage in gardens the opportunity to speak to the agencies about solutions for the future
· Social Action Engagement Conference, Clerk and Carol Hall reported on the conference and opportunities for young people to volunteer for activities in Bubwith parish. Clerk and Carol to meet Lesley Whitehead, public rights of way officer East Riding Council about improvements to the Rail Trail 
· Fly posting, concern was expressed at the large banner posted at Bubwith bridge for a non-local organisation advertising activities between now and October. Parish Councillors reiterated that they were happy to see short term adverts for local events but did not want the parish to be inundated with adverts for non-local groups
· Flatgate Howden, it was reported that Howden Town Council was pressing for HGV restriction in Flatgate, these diversions for HGVs would impact on Bubwith parish
· A strimmer is needed to maintain the Churchyard and a request has been made for the Parish Council to supply one. It was noted that the Parish Council had provided two mowers and these were maintained by the Parish Council, the request was redirected to the Church in the first instance
