Public session, no business
40/16 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 12/5/2016, these were approved and signed by the Chairman

41/16 Matters arising
· Dog fouling, reports of people picking up mess in bags and hanging the bags in trees were made, mention to be put in the newsletter asking for this to be stopped
· Recycling site, planings available for local use
· Public Rights of Way, Charlotte Atkinson reported that the rail trail vegetation needs to be cut back. Clerk reported that the footpath between the church kissing gate along the riverbank to the pumping station is to be improved and the hedge cut back 
· Bubwith Leisure Centre committee, representative appointed by the Parish Council. The Parish Council is invited each year to appoint a representative and this year Charlotte Atkinson was appointed. The Parish Council Chairman reported that a number of the Leisure Centre Committee argued against this appointment at a recent meeting and Trish Clegg BLC Chairman has asked the PC to reconsider. Emails from some BLC committee members criticising the PC were considered as was a report by Carol Hall on the BLC committee meeting. Carol reported that the BLC meeting was awful with very vicious personal attacks made against Charlotte Atkinson and negative comments made against the PC. Parish Councillors were appalled at the behaviour of some of the BLC committee and a lack of confidence in them was expressed. The PC annually grant aids the BLC £2700, the PC successfully applied for a grant for £50,000 from WREN to replace the centre roof and is currently managing the finances for refurbishment of the BLC roof thus saving approximately £10,000. Parish Councillors were saddened by the negativity shown about the PC and the extreme reaction to their appointment of Charlotte Atkinson. Her appointment was confirmed and a vote of confidence was unanimously expressed in Charlotte. It was noted that the PC budget comes from the precept which is collected from residents via the council tax, this public money is managed very carefully by the PC. The PC needs to be sure that the support over the years to BLC of grants and the Clerk’s time in submitting the £50,000 WREN successful application and the future management of the roof replacement project is money spent wisely. The PC therefore needs a representative on the BLC committee to keep Parish Councillors informed. Some Parish Councillors expressed the opinion that trust had been lost in BLC committee and the PC should withdraw support. Ward Councillors Victoria and Linda applauded the efforts of the PC in supporting the BLC to replace the roof by achieving major grants and they endorsed the PC and asked that the PC keep involved to ensure that this wonderful community asset is protected for the next generation
· HGVs on Church Street, double yellow lines are promised. Following the burn-out of a car on Church Street near the telephone exchange it was noted that yellow markings on the pavements indicate that remedial work will be carried out in this area as well as the road surface
· Rail Trail, meeting with Lesley Whitehead Public Rights of Way Officer East Riding Council. Clerk and Carol Hall met to discuss plans for improvements to the rail trail and Dingle Dell. Grant applications are to be submitted to Awards for All for interpretation boards in Dingle Dell plus one in the centre of Bubwith with maps of walks. Picnic benches and litter bins to be included in the application. It was suggested that the School could be involved in designing boards
· Clerk reported that a potentially dangerous tree at the back of housing on Vicarage Close is to be resolved shortly

Victoria expressed pleasure at the coming together of the community to solve the problems at the flood time and said it was a shame that the final phase of clearing up had been mishandled. Allen also reported water escaping on the footpath outside 19 Breighton Road presumably from a burst

· Paul Lambert reported that the weeds on the Derwent bridge need to be sprayed, positive comments were made about the condition of the land on the North Duffield side of the bridge, Malcolm Henson was thanked for helping with this
· Victoria Aitken asked if she could comment on the mobile library consultation process, Bubwith is proposed to have the library moved from weekly to 2 weekly and to be moved from Tuesday to Friday, Clerk to send out the consultation information
