Public session, no business
47/16 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 9/6/2016, these were approved and signed by the Chairman

48/16 Matters arising
· Dog fouling appears to be getting worse on the public rights of way, newsletter to be used to emphasise responsibilities of dog owners
· Allotments, it was agreed to increase the number of cuts to the field from 3 to 4 from next year. 
· Recycling site, planings to be moved to the allotment field and Surgery Lane
· Public Rights of Way, nothing to report 
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, the Parish Council representative appointment on the Leisure Centre has been questioned by some of the BLC committee. Our Ward Councillor Victoria has tried to help resolve this impasse, verbal allegations about the appointed representative have not been substantiated and hence remain as unfounded allegations. There is also a strong feeling against Parish Councillors for attending the BLC AGM and this is presumably seen as interference. Parish Councillors pointed out that the Parish Council had achieved a £50,000 grant to refurbish the roof and had offered to project manage the work hence saving the 20% VAT. This saving of approx. £10,000 was considered vital to the success of the project by the Parish Council and attendance at meetings was considered important to ensure that public money was being spent wisely. Parish Councillors felt that it was important to have a representative to ensure that confidence in the actions of the Leisure Centre Committee was seen. It was resolved unanimously to write to the Leisure Centre Committee saying that the Parish Council had not received any information to allow them to investigate why their appointed representative was questioned and in the light of this lack of information the appointment stood
· HGVs on Church Street, extent of the proposed double yellow lines plans to be checked with the East Riding Council
· Rail Trail improvements plus path from Churchyard to Yorkshire Water treatment works. The path was very overgrown and this has been cut plus a safety fence put in next to the kissing gate at the bottom of the Churchyard. This work will be paid for by the East Riding Council but will be managed by the Parish Council. Clerk to include a consultation document in a future newsletter asking for comments on rail trail improvements
· Big lottery fund, Celebrate England or money to arrange a party, noted
· It was noted that our litter picker Matthew has been confirmed in his position following a 6 month probationary period

· Bus consultation by the East Riding Council, Carol Hall reported that the draft plan said that we would lose the Sunday service to York and the Tuesday bus to Goole. This to be reported in the newsletter with date of local consultation event
