Public session, no business
54/16 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 14/7/2016, these were approved and signed by the Chairman

· Dog fouling, this issue is still a problem particularly on public rights of way, another request for action is to be put in the newsletter, the doggie bags provided by the Parish Council are being emptied quickly and it was again emphasised that these are for emergency use and dog owners should take responsibility for their pets
· Allotments, nothing to report
· Public Rights of Way, the kissing gate at the bridge giving access to the north along the riverbank is overgrown with nettles etc, Clerk to have tidied
· Bubwith Centre roof update, Richard Moore reported that the raise the roof committee had met recently and a tender document has been submitted to contractors with a reply requested by the end of September. A tender document has also been sent to contractors for the replacement of windows and doors, an asbestos survey is also to be carried out
(Malcolm Henson joined the meeting)
· HGVs on Church Street, double yellow lines plans, formal traffic order has been received and this was approved
· Meeting with Breighton airfield, Chairman plus Denise Shingler and Charlotte Atkinson have met with managers of the airfield to discuss the recent planning application for hangars. Chairman reported that the meeting was very useful and explained that whilst the new hangars will mean a small increase in traffic they will primarily be used to store existing planes in a better way. There are no working helicopters on site and except for visiting planes and helicopters there exists a strong code of practice for flying routes to avoid our villages. The Police and Air Ambulance have freedom to call in for refuelling as necessary and occasionally military aircraft use the airfield. It was pointed out that the airfield is under the jurisdiction of the Civil Air Authority and needs to comply with guidelines, the airfield is keen to co-exist with the parish and any problems should be reported to them. The Parish Council representatives were reassured by the meeting
