· Public Rights of Way, Sandra Hills was added to the committee to look at PROW, Sandra commented that the wooden footbridge near the amenity site at the river was slippery and crossing the A163 at this point was difficult, Chairman and Clerk to investigate 
· Bubwith Centre, roof update and financial information, Richard Moore updated the Parish Council on a meeting held with the preferred contractor when an outline agreement for work to be done was agreed. This will be confirmed at a meeting on 29 November and work on the roof plus doors/windows should start early in the new year, finance is being finalised and will be sufficient to cover needs with variations to the scheme being priced up by the contractor and decided on at the 29 November meeting
