Two candidates expressing interest in being co-opted attended to discuss the vacancy on the Parish Council.
A third candidate was unavailable for the meeting and met with 5 Parish Councillors on Thursday 6 October to discuss the vacancy

Public session, nil
68/16 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 8/9/2016, these were approved and signed by the Chairman

69/16 Matters arising
· Parish Council vacancy, Clerk reported that East Riding Council had advised that the vacancy could be filled by co-option. Parish Councillors discussed the merits of the three candidates and found them all to be good and that anyone one of them would be perfectly capable of carrying out the function of Parish Councillor. The choice was therefore very difficult and after due consideration Barry Carpus was co-opted, Clerk to write to all three candidates with the decision
· Dog fouling, an offer of help from Bubwith School was discussed and Sandra Hills offered to visit the School, hopefully with the Dog Warden to see how children might help raise awareness of the problem
· Allotments, Clerk reported that at least 4 vacant plots would be available at the year end
· Public Rights of Way, nothing to report
· Bubwith Centre, roof update and proposal for raising funds to cover the shortfall between quote and available funding. As Richard Moore was unavailable the Clerk gave an update which showed a shortfall between the available funds and the quote to have the work done. This shortfall was discussed and the Parish Council resolved by 6 votes to 1 to offer to take a low interest loan of £15,000 to be repaid over 5 years with repayments to come from the annual grant given to the Leisure Centre and Playing Fields. This would mean that taking out the loan would have nil impact on the precept, proposed Charlotte Atkinson, seconded Denise Shingler
· Newsletter delivery person, Chairman and Vice-Chairman reported that 8 people had applied, 1 had declined the interview and 4 had turned up for the interview. The 4 applicants all had much to offer and would have been perfectly capable of doing the job, it was decided to appoint John Shipley. Chairman and Clerk to meet with John to discuss details
· Staithe Street common land, email from Jim McGivern was noted and no action will be taken about car parking
· Christmas 2016, tree has been ordered and will be put up from 9am on Saturday 26 November, lights will be switched on at 6pm on Sunday 27 November. The Parish Council led Carols around the tree event will be at 6pm on Friday 23 December and mulled wine and mince pies will be served at Richard & Shirley Moore’s barn as in previous years. An electrician has been asked to check the supply and sign it off and the festive lighting permit has been applied for. 
· An invite has been received to Spaldington Wind Farm Official Opening

· A request has been made by a resident to see if we can have brackets on properties for Christmas Trees, to be included in the newsletter to gauge interest
· Telephone boxes, the 2 boxes in Bubwith have had minimal use over the last year and BT wish to remove them, the Parish Council has been given the option of buying the boxes for £1 each. Malcolm Henson proposed Sandra Hills seconded that this should be accepted, resolved unanimously
