Public session

Nigel Wilkinson spoke about the NHS review and consultation for the provision of urgent care in the East Riding, Nigel urged everyone to fill out the consultation online to ensure that Goole is kept open as an urgent care provider
Clerk reported a bag of daffodil bulbs had been donated to the parish by the East Riding of Yorkshire Council, these to be planted in Breighton by the notice board and at the amenity area by Bubwith bridge

· Dog fouling, offer of help from Bubwith School to be looked at after Christmas
· Allotments, still likely to be 4 spare at the year end
· Public Rights of Way, a broken finger post was reported at the ‘crossroads’ in Dingle Dell 
· Bubwith Centre, roof update and financial information, Richard Moore reported that the £50,000 grant had been withdrawn by WREN but the £10,000 grant to replace doors and windows would be used as soon as possible. The loss of the grant was a huge blow and the Leisure Centre roof committee was looking at the way forward. The draft plan is to cover the roof with a waterproof membrane to stop water getting in and this will give protection for a number of years whilst plans are re-made and grants re-applied for
· Christmas 2016 event, the Parish Council led event is on Friday 23 December with Carols around the tree at 6pm and mulled wine and mince pies afterwards in Richard & Shirley Moore’s barn. Clerk reported that the problem with the Christmas Tree lights had been caused by the street-light that fed electricity to the controlling box
· Clerk informed that the Leisure Centre is holding a race night in January

16/03603/PLF Erection of 6 dwellings with associated garages, access, hard and soft landscaping at Disused Camp Site, Clay Lane Breighton for AF Gospel, the Parish Council did not support any development outside of the development limit plus expressed strong concerns at the state of the roads to Bubwith and Wressle and effect on these roads of potential construction traffic and future extra residents traffic

It was noted with grateful thanks that the commercial and social sides (Real Aeroplane Company and Real Aeroplane Club) of flying activities at Breighton Airfield had co-sponsored this year’s parish Christmas Tree

The amended draft 2017/18 budget was discussed to allow the setting of the precept and it was resolved that the Clerk’s salary should be increased to point 25 on the relevant salary scale (£11.78 per hour and this will be effective April 2017). The precept was set at £13,000.00, proposed Malcolm Henson seconded Charlotte Atkinson and resolved unanimously, for the financial year 2017/18, an increase of £250

· Charlotte Atkinson reported concerns over speeding on Breighton Road and suggested a speed check near the Yorkshire Water pumping station. The ‘SID’ signs are available to remind drivers of speeds and can be rented at £400 for 4 weeks, Clerk to check how much these are to buy. Charlotte also reported problems of traffic congestion at the School gates area and suggested a one-way system around Church Street

· Malcolm Henson reported that the Clerk’s salary should be discussed annually in future

· Allen Shepherd reported drainage problems on Breighton Road and suggested information is put in the newsletter

· Denise Shingler reported mud on the road on Breighton Road where Southwood Drain is being cleared out
