Tom Codling explained the background to his planning application 18/01255/PLF saying it was a garden extension only with no development planned

39/08 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 10/5/2018, these were approved and signed by the Chairman subject to two amendments (1) addition of “but one” in line 7 of the public session to read Jeff Lloyd stated that everyone, but one, he had spoken to had agreed that the Parish Council had made a mistake (2) in 31/08 Public Rights of Way Committee to include Mary Whitworth as a co-opted member not ex-officio member

· Bus service update, Carol Hall, the Parish Council Transport Champion, informed that the Goole bus service was now accepting bus passes plus the York bus timings were being looked at to support school-children plus 79 questionnaires had been submitted to date and these will be analysed by East Riding Council. Clerk was asked to copy the provisional timetable to put in bus shelters. Victoria Aitken reported that the tender process for a new bus service was ongoing, Victoria congratulated the Parish Council and Carol Hall in particular for the work being done to make the bus services fit the needs of the residents, this would never be a perfect fit but the work being done exceeded other Parish Councils. A letter from Jeff Lloyd saying that the article in the newsletter from the Parish Council was incorrect as the leaflet he had distributed about the Friday and Saturday night services did not criticise the Parish Council. Chairman and Carol Hall reported that the inference in the leaflet was critical and people had taken it that way
· Dog fouling, poster to be included with the newsletter
· Allotments, Clerk reported on the work done by Malcolm Henson to prepare a new plot and maintain a plot that has been given up, Malcolm was thanked by Parish Councillors. Malcolm and the Clerk had done an inspection of the condition of allotments
· Public Rights of Way, Sandra Hills has reported a blocked PROW and this is being attended to plus Sandra will report an overgrown path. Richard Falkingham reported that the contractor had not worked well and had been replaced
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, raise the roof update, planning permission has been granted for the refurbishment programme and 4 grants have been applied for. A grant has been applied for by the Parish Council to fit a defibrillator on the external wall of the Leisure Centre
· Trees survey, Mary Whitworth has prepared a report and this will be circulated to Parish Councillors, Mary to be invited to the July meeting to discuss the report
· Affordable housing progress, Denise Shingler and the Clerk reported on the recent meeting plus plans going forward
· Village Taskforce Walkabout 2018, schedules were distributed

Richard also reported that he disagreed with the decision that the Breighton road side drains were a riparian responsibility stating that as the County Council of the day installed them then the East Riding Council was responsible for them
