Public session, three members of public spoke against the proposals to establish a woodland on the field between housing on Breighton Road and the River Derwent making the points that the field had always been a meadow and a wood would be out of keeping with the history of the field. The field, it was considered, had been bought for profit and would become a woodland amenity with a river setting and this would be used by people in the village hence spoiling natural habitats, creating security concerns for householders who back on to the field, have flooding concerns, create an area where young people would congregate with ant-social behaviour concerns. There is no transparency about the woodland creation, Natural England had objected to the change of use and Yorkshire Water had not been informed. The change to a woodland would change the history of the site and current wildlife would lose a valuable habitat. There was concern at the loss to householders of natural light plus views of the river setting. The residents asked the Parish Council to object to the woodland creation to the Forestry Commission and pointed out a short timescale ie 24 July 2018 before a grant decision is made

47/18 Matters arising
· Woodland proposal behind housing on Breighton Road. Following the public session Parish Councillors resolved to write to the Forestry Commission asking for further information and stating that there is public concern at the proposals, the Forestry Commission will be asked to delay any grant until the matter is investigated. The PC resolved to check if the site was part of the SSSI or Ramsar site and also to ensure Yorkshire Water was aware of the proposals. The owner of the land is to be asked to a public meeting along with the Forestry Commission representative
· Bus service update, Carol Hall, our Transport Champion, reported that the questionnaire results would be available soon. Information about bus service following the temporary period should be available shortly
· Dog fouling, nothing to report
· Allotments, all in order
· Public Rights of Way, footpath issues near Brecks on the airfield have been resolved
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, Richard Moore reported that the Committee is waiting for grant information. Reports were made on the two grants awarded to the Parish Council to make improvements to the Leisure Centre. The first was £7,000 from Drax towards the upgrade of disabled toilets and shower facilities and the Parish Council agreed to fund the 3rd party £770 needed to unlock the grant (discussions to take place in the future about who actually pays for this charge) resolved 7 votes to nil with 3 abstentions. The second grant awarded is £1,366.25 from the Spaldington Wind Farm Fund to allow the purchase of a defibrillator to be placed on the external wall of the Leisure Centre
· Affordable housing, a decision on the grant application is expected at the end of July and further action will be taken at that point. Clerk reported that the Chairman and Vice-Chairman will attend the Holme on Spalding Moor PC meeting to advise Parish Councillors there on actions taken in Bubwith so that they may consider taking the same action
· Trees and preservation orders, Mary Whitworth to attend the October Parish Council meeting. Clerk advised that two trees on the application site of planning application 18/01661/PLF now had a temporary Tree Preservation Order
· School hedge has now been cut
· Obscured street sign has been attended to
· Passing places in Willitoft will be done by East Riding Council
· Drainage problems in Breighton, ongoing
· HCV traffic from Breighton Airfield. The conditions attached to the planning permission 17/01567/PLF state that all HGV traffic should exit the site to Bubwith along the C47. Parish Councillors felt that this is very unsatisfactory as the road is designated unsuitable for HGVs and resolved to fight for a better solution. Inappropriate parking on Breighton Road was discussed and this to be addressed in the newsletter
· Clerk reported on HGV issues on the part of Church Street leading to the Church and School and actions taken to help resolve the problem

18/01661/PLF Erection of 9 dwellings and associated roadworks at Land South of Mulberry House Church Street Bubwith for Dimmack Brothers Ltd, Parish Councillors unanimously objected to this application 
The development already has planning permission for 8 dwellings and the Parish Council discussed the name of the development and resolved to call it Mulberry Close

18/01913/PLF Erection of 4 dwellings following demolition of existing dwelling at Grassdale Clay Lane Breighton for Mrs Julie Connor, Parish Councillors objected to this application 7 votes to 3

18/02136/PLF Retention of entrance gates and construction of vehicular access at Rose Cottage Clay Lane Breighton for Mr Hall and Mrs Hutchinson, supported

· Paul Lambert reported that the new patching works on the A163 were not level with the existing road

· Denise Shingler reported issues in Breighton with road signs being obscured and hedges overgrowing the road, an item to be put in the newsletter asking for action. Denise also reported a “sink hole” on the pavement outside the Breighton Road bungalows
