Public session
Four members of the Real Aeroplane Club attended to discuss the issue of overflying the village of Breighton. They explained that since the last meeting attended by them the Club had put into place procedures to handle complaints, they had prepared a draft procedure for approaching and leaving the airfield which was out to consultation with pilots and they have written to all pilots stating they should not overfly properties. Pilots noted as overflying had been spoken to and they will be monitored in the future. A log of complaints showed that 6 had been recorded recently and some of these were challenged. During this period some 400 planes had used the airfield and the percentage of complaints was very low. They summed up that the Company had taken on board the complaints and their statistics showed that problems were few
John Watkinson, who lives in Breighton, challenged these statistics, he stated that people complained to him as Parish Councillor and quoted evidence of overflying particularly of two helicopters. He noted that a dialogue was needed to build trust and confidence that everything was being done to minimise overflying. It was left that John would visit the airfield for further discussions and the Parish Council would wait for future information

Charlotte Atkinson informed the meeting that she was willing to host an event in the Leisure Centre on 29 November that could be Christmas orientated, this to be a part Parish Council part Leisure Centre event. Parish Councillors were pleased to see this event taking place again and offered a float of £200 to Charlotte to help with planning, this float to be repaid from proceeds.
