Public session
Brian Smith spoke against the planning application 19/02882/VAR, he gave the history of the application and listed 9 points of concern about how the original application was handled. He asked the Parish Council to object to the application and to escalate the concerns highlighted about the original application to the planning department

Charles Sunter of the Real Aeroplane Club thanked the Parish Council for setting up the test flight and meeting with residents on 1 September, he felt that this was a successful exercise. He noted resident representatives from Breighton plus 1 from Wressle and 2 from Bubwith were present at the meeting. The Real Aeroplane Club had learnt from the exercise and he expected that the resultant procedures put in place to prevent overflying would help the situation greatly. All pilots were being contacted to advise of the issues, he committed the RAC to work to prevent overflying and noted that the procedures being set in place would take a couple of months to filter through to the pilots. Parish Councillors thanked Charles and others for attending and expressed the view that the test flight and residents meeting was a good idea that seemed to have borne fruit
An email from John Watkinson expressed pleasure at the test flight but noted that residents had suffered several flyovers on Sunday 8 September

· Community Led Housing, a further meeting is to be arranged
· Bubwith Against Speeding. Liz Hayes reported that the volunteers are catching speeders. BAS has declined as unnecessary the suggestion to make a grant request to the Parish Council. The group has asked the Parish Council to investigate road markings, the entrance to the playing field where a hedge is obscuring vision plus a gated entry system to Bubwith
