Minutes of the Bubwith Parish Council meeting held on Thursday 14 November 2019 in Bubwith Leisure Centre

Public session, Trish Clegg, Pip Williams and Jeff Lloyd attended to discuss Christmas decorations. They reported that a group of people “Bubwith Elves” were planning to help decorate the Village Green, it was confirmed that a mistake had been made in the newsletter and the Christmas Tree lights would be switched on at 6pm on Sunday 1 December. The tree will be put up at 9am on Saturday 30 November. The group reported that all decorations were safe and not made of glass, plans included snowmen to be sited to the side of the tree plus baubles on the tree. The existing tree lights were half LED and half filament, it was decided to use the LED lights and supplement them with 10 strings of the sample available at the meeting. It was agreed that the Parish Council would purchase 10 strings of multi-coloured lights proposed Richard Falkingham seconded Mike Suddaby and resolved by 6 votes to 5 (the 5 votes against preferred white lights). The Bubwith Elves kindly offered to support this purchase by donating £180 and this was gratefully received by the Parish Council.
Clerk reported that the tree is again to be sponsored jointly by the Real Aeroplane Club and the Real Aeroplane Company and they were warmly thanked, also the Festive Lighting Permit had been received from East Riding of Yorkshire Council

Pauline Mackintosh has offered to perform Mother Christmas duties, Malcolm’s Santa post-box will again be in place for letters to Santa

Also in the public session Richard Moore spoke as a resident to point out information on the budget sheet for the Leisure & Sports Centre grant application. The £1,567 spent on mowers repairs was unusually high due to extra work needed and the external drainage is now resolved but at the cost of £1,869. Work was needed on the children’s play area and this was planned for 2020. Carol Hall offered to get a group of parents together to plan improvements and apply for grants, Clerk to arrange a meeting with a playground designer

74/19 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 10/10/2019, these were approved and signed by the Chairman with the change in the public session to say that Pauline MacKintosh commented on information about falling school rolls, Pauline did not report it

· Christmas events covered in the public session
· Bus service update, nothing to report
· Dog fouling reported that problems are still there particularly near the School. Dog owners are reminded to clean up after pets
· Allotments nothing to report
· Public Rights of Way, Chairman reported that the wooden bridge at the junction of Bubwith and Aughton was floating in the dyke. An email from Breighton residents expressing concern at the state of the public right of way along the riverbank near Dingle Dell was discussed. It had not been possible to remove cattle on the riverbank before the wet weather and the path was chewed up. Chairman reported that she had visited the site and whilst it was well worn it was not much worse than other areas much used by dog walkers. Hopefully the problem will be rectified as soon as possible
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, Richard Moore reported that phase 1 is now completed but for an air-con control issue. Phase 2 has been costed at £450.000 and this includes the toilets at an estimate of £50,000, the toilets are being approached as a separate grant application. Phase 2 cost has increased partly because of the need to include a lift to ensure the Centre is totally inclusive. Richard highlighted meetings held with grant bodies plus applications already submitted
· Breighton Airfield issues with flying over housing, John Watkinson reported that the issue was much improved, John hoped this would continue into the future. The flypast for Remembrance Sunday was well received 
· Defibrillator for Willitoft has arrived and the electrician is to liaise with Richard Falkingham to arrange siting
· Photocopier and newsletter. As reported previously the current copier used to copy the newsletter will not be available after mid-January. Clerk and Liz Hayes reported on options for the future and it was resolved that the Parish Council should lease a copier for five years as researched by Liz, this will cost £155 plus VAT per quarter to lease plus 0.3p copy for black and white and 3p per copy for colour. This was seen as the most cost efficient result for the future
· Raw sewage Breighton Road, Yorkshire Water will not discuss capital investment and will only clean up after a spillage, hopefully our MP is getting involved
· Vehicle survey, East Riding of Yorkshire Council recommend that the requested 7 day vehicle survey on Main Street be delayed until spring 2020, this was accepted
· Reconciliation for Community Led Housing, the grant usage so far from the £2,000 grant is £446.43, the grant expires at the end of January 2020
