Public session, (noted that if any member of the public would like to address the meeting they should contact the Clerk for details, this was advertised on the website and two notice-boards) Neil Little attended to express concerns about the proposed new native trees orchard on the allotment field. Neil explained that he and neighbours currently have open views from their house and garden, the planting of trees will spoil this view, reduce the house values and give security concerns. Clerk explained that the grant has been confirmed but not how much and that no plans had been made about what trees to plant, planting layout etc. It was considered that by arranging the siting of the trees these concerns could be mitigated and Parish Councillors unanimously agreed that the concerns of residents will be taken into consideration when deciding where to plant

· Church Close parking tickets issue has been resolved to the satisfaction of Church Close residents. The site meeting with East Riding of Yorkshire Council was successful and plans are being laid to improve parking options plus repay fines imposed

Chairman commented that Tracey Edwards has expressed concerns about the discussion about a grant to the ex-Under 5s. · Youth Club, Richard Moore had sent out information from the Leisure Centre survey explaining what residents saw as being desirable for young people. Clerk informed that there is a £7,000 grant on offer for a piece of play equipment and this is being investigated on 13 October
· Signpost on Chain Bar Green now repaired
· Breighton Airfield and overflying issues. Chairman reported that she had spoken to Charles at the airfield and also affected residents in Breighton. The issues have been much improved but the recent day of wing walking resulted in constant overflying of houses during the day. John Watkinson echoed this and stated that if the agreed procedures were adhered to then there is no problem. Chairman will write to Charles and the residents to ask for notice of future events so residents can be advised
