ANNUAL PARISH MEETING, Chairman explained the function of the meeting, no business
PARISH COUNCIL MEETING
Public session, Stephen Turner attended to speak in objection to planning applications 20/01276/PLF and 20/01373/PLB, he had registered his objections to both applications on the ERYC website. He explained that over development of the site around Gunby Hall had caused flooding to the area plus Hall cellar due to backed up drains as the drainage ditch was lower than the river. Infrastructure is not coping now so an extra property would make it worse

30/20 Matters arising
· Christmas events, meeting with electrician to be held in the future
· Bus service, Transport Champion no update
· Dog fouling appears to be worse during the virus emergency and further information to be included in the newsletter encouraging everyone to be vigilant and to report offenders
· Allotments report, vacant plot has been taken. Malcolm Henson and the Clerk were given authority to progress a grant application up to £3,000 to plant a community orchard/copse on part of the allotment field. Clerk to keep Parish Councillors informed
· Public Rights of Way, the recently cleared platforms on the Rail Trail, Parish Councillors queried why two trees had been left in place, Clerk to investigate
· Bubwith Leisure Centre is shut down, Richard Moore informed the meeting that the committee had been applying for grants to keep the charity sustainable during the period of nil income. The toilets project is still planned to go ahead subject to one grant application. The Under 5s are considering whether to reopen following Government guidelines. The Tennis Club has reopened under strict guidelines
· Breighton Airfield is now open but with little flying
· Newsletter, it was decided to keep the format of free information from local companies for May. Chairman to prepare content reference the NHS and current procedures. Victoria Aitken emphasised that volunteer support will be needed for some time to come and perhaps this should be emphasised. Setting up an internet café to allow eg medical online consultations was discussed and this will be considered in the future. The May newsletter will be prepared in the usual format and Barry Carpus will take the information and put it into a format prepared by Liz Hayes and himself so Parish Councillors can compare
· Community Led Housing nothing to report
· Bubwith School and provision of pre-school support, survey results to come from School
· Youth Club employment of a youth leader, grant to be applied for to the Spaldington Fund to fund the leader, the deadline for applications has been put back to end of June with a decision towards the end of July
· Grass cutting in the Church Graveyard, one of the Parish Council owned mowers is now in for repair. A new mower is needed and it was resolved that the Church should be asked to apply for a grant to buy a new mower which would then be owned by the Church
· Rail Trail, Foggathorpe Parish Council is keen to investigate re-bridging the River Derwent bridge in Dingle Dell to allow access to North Yorkshire, it is believed that the trail may be OK for walking/cycling to Cliffe and if achieved this may generate enthusiasm to try and achieve a route through to Selby. Parish Councillors supported this initiative
31/20 Planning applications
20/01276/PLF Alterations to and change of use of former stables to form a dwelling at Land and Buildings North of Gunby Hall Gunby Road Bubwith for Mrs Ann Walker. The Parish Council objected to the application, Parish Councillors were concerned at the points made by Stephen Turner in the public session and stated that these need to be checked out by relevant agencies. Objections were based on affecting the curtilage and amenity value of a listed building plus it represented over development and putting a strain on infrastructure
20/01373/PLB Alterations to former stables to form a dwelling including installation of doors, windows, roof lights and flue pipe, demolition of Northern section and making good of gable end, erection of a timber porch and construction of a cupola at Land and Buildings North of Gunby Hall Gunby Road Bubwith for Mrs Ann Walker. Same objections as the previous application
20/00904/PLF Erection of a dwelling to provide accommodation for existing studios following demolition of existing office/store building at Land and Building west of The Gatehouse Northfield Road Bubwith for Highfield Grange Studios, supported
20/01108/CLE Certificate of lawfulness for continued use of dwelling under C3(b) at 2 Highfield Road Bubwith for North East Care Services. The Parish Council had received emailed objections from 3 neighbouring properties and in particular an email from the York Diocese. The application was objected to as the Parish Council was concerned at the apparent discrepancies in information from the house owners and the applicant’s submissions. There were concerns over claims of ownership plus apparent breach of house covenant, the discrepancies need to checked legally and formal change of use application made for consideration by the planning department
