· State of verges Clay Lane Breighton, Victoria Aitken reported that she had spoken to the relevant Director of ERYC who will arrange for a senior officer to look at the problem
· Anti-social behaviour Bubwith, the problems had escalated to a broken window, Parish Councillors noted that the Police and ASB Officer at ERYC were getting involved
· Bus service, Transport Champion no update. Parish Councillors voted 9 to 1 to support the subsidy for the weekend evening bus service to York
· Dog fouling, Paula Clark reported piles of dog poo around the school entrance giving problems for children and parents
· Allotments report, Malcolm Henson reported that the extension to the car park has been marked out and that 2 current plots were vacant
· Orchard on allotment field, planting of first 100 fruit trees will be done on Saturday 13 March at 9am, all welcome to help
· Public Rights of Way, Allen Shepherd reported the loss of a footpath running parallel to the Rail Trail
· Bubwith Leisure Centre still closed except for the Treehouse Nursery, the AGM is on 18 March all welcome, bookings are being taken for the projected re-opening. The Parish Council resolved to support the use of the commuted sum for the cycle track provision if necessary rather than use it for the playground   
· Bubwith Bugle and Facebook page, Parish Councillors supported the use of colour for information in the newsletter about the Medibus if required. Paula Clark was congratulated on the development of the Facebook page
· Youth Club draft advert for a youth leader, the advert will be posted on the Facebook page plus website plus newsletter as soon as possible with a closing date for applications of mid-April with interviews to follow. Interview panel to be Barry Carpus, Paula Clark, Liz Hayes and if available Carol Hall
· Email from Jeff Lloyd regarding release of minutes, the reply made by the Clerk was confirmed
· Flood containment work in Bubwith Churchyard, noted that the drainage board had recommended the lifting of the path in the Churchyard. Clerk to reinforce the need for protection for Vicarage Close bungalows
· Noise concerns on Breighton airfield, Richard Falkingham had investigated but had not yet identified the source of the noise
· Traffic survey is being carried out on Main Street Bubwith
