Public session, Edmund Downes attended to express concern at the night-time noise from the airfield tyre business, banging noises and bleeper sounds were disturbing sleep. Richard Falkingham has already spoken with the company and they promised to make adjustments to working practices to minimise noise. It was resolved that Richard will try again and if not successful then it would be escalated to the Environment Agency

· State of verges Clay Lane Breighton waiting for drainage work, hedges overgrowing footpaths have all been cut back
· Bus service, to check bus companies have been informed that the bridge work is complete
· Allotments and orchard, all OK
· Public Rights of Way, waiting for further information re rope swings. Finger post at the bottom of Staithe Street needs to be replaced, Sandbags in the Churchyard to be checked for future use. Richard Moore reported that the PROW department have objected to the planning application for the cycle tracks on the playing field on the basis that they do not want bikes to use the adjacent public right of way, Richard expressed the view that it would be safer for kids to use this access than the A163.
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, everything is running well with a deluge of celebrations being booked following the relaxation of Covid rules. The planning application for the Bubwith Daily Mile and Cycle Pump Track for children has hit an objection from the White Swan Cricket Club which has been passed on to the Cricket authorities and Sport England who have objected to the planning application. Richard Moore commented that the £130,000 of external grants to provide these major improvements for the benefit of everyone in the village was at threat because of the cricket club who have this year played 5 evening cricket matches. The objections are not considered factual but neither Cricket authorities nor Sport England will meet on site to be shown the issues and objections are based purely on White Swan Cricket Club’s disputed objections. Sandra Hills commented that the Parish Council had a duty to achieve diversity of opportunities for the whole village. 
· The future of the Bubwith Leisure and Sports Centre Committee was discussed as the 4 people who form the Management Group of the Committee have all said they will step down in March 2022. Proactive succession planning is important, Parish Councillors unanimously congratulated the Committee on achievements and resolved to hold a separate meeting on Thursday 23 September with the future of the Centre and playing fields the only agenda item
· Cycle track to be project managed by the Parish Council, £8,000 grant awarded to date but the project is on hold pending planning permission
· Bubwith Bugle and Facebook page, nothing to report
· Youth Club, re-start date of 8 September, financial report presented by the Clerk was considered without comment. Paula Clark and Carol Hall reported that 48 kids had attended the first session of the new term. Concerns were expressed that with the large numbers of kids attending the running of the club needed to be made more formal with the 2 employed Youth leaders given specific roles. Sandra Hills with Paula and Carol will arrange a meeting to discuss how to approach this
· Bubwith Big Bash, financial report was considered without comment, the event was a great success and congratulations were expressed to Vicky Baines and her team
· Anti-social behaviour update, reports of late night noise and moving traffic signs etc were discussed. Residents are encouraged to report to the 101 non-emergency number and not be afraid to name people in confidence
· Speed on the A163 and a request for a 20mph limit, deferred
· Grass cut on west side of Bubwith bridge and future handyman requirements, deferred
· Broken drain cover on Highfield Road plus missing white posts for the entrance area to The Dyons have been reported to ERYC but no acknowledgement or response has been received, a reminder email has been sent

· Church clock, £700 grant was awarded late last year and work is now planned to start on 4 October, noted
