· Orchard on allotment field, permission has been given to use the remaining grant and part of this will be used to buy a mower as purchased by Malcolm Henson
· Public Rights of Way, waiting for further information re rope swings but an encouraging email has been received
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, the Daily Mile grant application was successful so this project can go ahead this year, it is planned that the cycle pump track will also be done. Further plans are to move the cricket and football areas and extend the terrace. Richard Moore reported Trustee changes and that fire risk and food standards assessments had been completed in the last week
· Bubwith Bugle and Facebook page, Paula Clark reported by email that the website and Facebook pages are growing. Parish Councillors asked that the Bugle is called the Bugle!
· Youth Club, Clerk reported that large numbers of children have attended the opening sessions and it is running well. The Club will be self-financing except for wages and rent which will be paid by the Parish Council out of a grant this year.
· Bubwith Summer Bash, Clerk reported that plans were advanced to hold this ‘fete’ day as a post Covid celebration with lots of entertainment already booked
· Litter picker, Emma Bowen started work on 1 July following interviews 

· Anti-social behaviour, Bubwith has suffered recently from much anti-social and criminal behaviour and Parish Councillors listed them all. Clerk to ask in the newsletter that any anti-social or criminal behaviour is reported to the Police so that a log can be kept by the Police and acted upon. The Police will be informed of all such behaviour and the Parish Council confirmed that it will do all it can to give Police information so they can act upon it to stop these upsets in the village
