Public session, Tom Render from the Yorkshire Ambulance Service attended to give information on defibrillators. They are important in helping save lives in the event of cardiac arrest, Tom explained that traditional methods of resuscitation had a 6-8% chance of success and defibrillators had an 85% chance, this reduces by 10% for each minute not used. He explained that in rural areas ambulance response times were not as good as in urban areas. Tom handed out information on cost of defibrillators, there were variances in price not on the machine but on the strength of the cabinet it is housed in. The recommended option costs £1560 plus VAT, an electricity supply is needed to provide a trickle charge, cost would be £3 to £4 per year. When 999 is dialled to request an ambulance for a cardiac arrest the operator would direct the caller to the defibrillator with the code to gain access. A "guardian" would be needed to check the battery weekly and the Ambulance Service would run a free drop in session to explain the procedures once the defibrillator was up and running
· Allotments there is one vacant plot for 2014, please contact Steve Young as above
· Local Grant Fund. An application for doggie bag refills was refused, this fund had been expected to support this important local initiative. Parish Councillors were concerned because no allowance had been made in the precept for refills on the expectation of getting a grant so please ensure bags are not wasted. Concerns were reported about dog mess being left where people walk on the public rights of way in the parish. people should please move it off the paths ie "stick and flick"
· HGVs in Breighton, Victoria Aitken is following this up and what signage might say to discourage HGVs from trying to access the airfield at the wrong entrance
· Defibrillator, it was decided that to purchase a parish defibrillator was a good idea. Denise Shingler stated that it was important for Breighton residents to have a defibrillator in Breighton as well as Bubwith. It was resolved to form a committee to look into fund-raising starting with a "Giant Coffee Morning" in the Leisure Centre on Saturday 12 April. · Drainage issues, Village Drain and Breighton Road. Richard Moore reported contact with the East Riding Council drainage engineer who has promised support to problem drains

DEFIBRILLATOR When someone goes into cardiac arrest, every minute without CPR and defibrillation reduces their chances of survival by 10%. A defibrillator is a machine that delivers an electric shock to the heart when someone is having a cardiac arrest. These machines can also be called AEDs (automated external defibrillators). Following the presentation to the Parish Council meeting by Yorkshire Ambulance the PC resolved to set up a committee to fund raise towards having defibrillators in place in Bubwith & Breighton villages.To kick-start the fund raising, a Giant Coffee Morning event will be held at the Leisure Centre on Saturday 12 April between 10am and 12 noon.  This will also be an opportunity to meet with other parishioners who may wish to become involved in fund raising activities.
