**Local Grant Fund update, a grant has not been approved for more doggie bags, it was decided as dog mess is a major concern in the parish that doggie bags would be bought from reserves, there are 2 bag dispensers in Breighton and 7 in Bubwith. Further complaints have been received about dog mess spoiling resident's enjoyment of our Rail Trail and particularly the riverside path between the Church and Dingle Dell. "Stick and flick is the expression" to explain get a stick and flick the mess to the hedge bottom so it cannot be walked in

**The parish is still suffering with HGVs trying to access the airfield via Breighton instead of the B1228 and the Parish Council is trying to improve this situation. There are genuine access needs for HGVs to the Breighton end of the airfield but other HGVs are being sent to Breighton by Satnavs

Various oil companies are phoned with this quantity and the best price obtained, a saving of 7.1p per litre was saved against the highest price quoted. The cost to join is still FREE so you are losing nothing by joining and the more members and quantity of oil ordered then the better for all of us particularly if the total delivery is to one village. The minimum order is 500 litres so you do not need to wait until the tank is empty and can spread the cost more easily by ordering more regularly, the price is the same if you order 500 or 1000 litres. PROTECT YOUR PROPERTY, we have had reports of burglaries in the village and surrounding villages recently, we all need to be vigilant and report suspicious people or vehicles to the non-emergency Police number 101. Our local Community Support Police Officers are aware of the problems but have a large area to cover, Bill Mell has asked for the following to be put in the newsletter "Beat The Burglar"

BEAT THE BURGLAR

Protect your home and property 

Keep it SAFE, Keep it LOCKED, Keep it out of sight.

Secure your garden with a fence with a lockable gate. 
Consider placing trellis or spiky plants on top of the fence to hinder people from climbing it.

Don’t let bushes and trees hide the burglar from view- burglars hate to be seen.

Don’t leave tools or ladders in the garden, burglars like to use them. Secure wheelie bins away from the house and fences, they make good steps to climb on.

Install movement activated lights, Lights mean that the burglar can be seen

Consider a house alarm with bell boxes at the front and rear of the property, burglars don’t always use the front of the house to gain access.

Keep doors and windows locked even when you are at home. Sneak thieves only take seconds to steal something.

Consider CCTV for your property.

Don’t leave keys in the locks, keep keys out of sight. 

Don’t leave valuables in sight through windows.

When you go out leave a light on, close the curtains. Have  some of the lights on timers.

Mark your property so that it can be identified.

Keep a list of serial numbers and model numbers for your property.
