Public session, Andrea Pope and Fred Clark spoke about planning application 14/00652/OUT, they both live opposite the site and expressed grave concerns at the increased traffic entering the highway if this development takes place. Clerk explained the procedure that outline planning is basically seeking permission to develop the site and that the East Riding of Yorkshire Council Draft Local Plan included this as a site recognised for development during the period 2014 to 2029. The issue of speeding traffic was discussed and Victoria Aitken commented that this was a county wide problem, the measures achieved by the Parish Council are making drivers aware of speed limits and the need for safety but cannot implement physical barriers as the road is an A road, Police speed checks show that a high percentage of speeding traffic is due to local people 
· Police report of burglary was read out
· HGVs in Breighton, this problem is proving difficult to resolve and Victoria Aitken will follow this up for the parish
· Dingle Dell group, Carol Hall reported on work done so far and that a bid had been made to the National Lottery Fund
· Bus service to York, revised timetable is now available and it was reported that the fare levels were acceptable. Victoria Aitken reported that thanks to efforts of local residents the timetable losses were largely reinstated and that other areas of the East Riding had suffered more than we had. Victoria was thanked for her support 
· Dog mess on public rights of way, Clerk reported that a resident had expressed concern at the use of the term "stick and flick" as this could cause dog mess to fly up into the face. Richard Moore agreed that this was a concern, future newsletter mentions will ask for removal rather than suggest flick and stick
Planning applications
14/00652/OUT Outline - Erection of 11 dwellings (all matters reserved) at Land west of 24 Highfield Road Bubwith for Mrs Readman and The Readman Brothers, the Parish Council supported the application and expected that when full planning is applied for then the number of dwellings should remain at 11
14/00880/TPO Tree Preservation Order Bubwith No 1 - Fell a sycamore tree with fungus and raising safety concerns in high winds Location, 7 Highfield Grove, Bubwith for Mrs Julia Dodd. This was considered between meetings by the planning committee who supported the application

Planning decision as advised by the East Riding of Yorkshire Council
14/00141/PLF Change of use of Outbuildings from Workshop /garage to a single dwelling with conservatory to rear at Land East of 74 Main Street, Bubwith for Mrs Barbara Sharp, granted
· Clerk noted that a grant of £2000 had been gained for the new Cricket Club and that a grant of £360 had been gained to fund skatepark evenings in Bubwith and Holme on Spalding Moor, this grant had been paid to Bubwith Parish Council for ease of administration. These grants were received from the East Riding of Yorkshire Council Positive Activities Awards and are designed to support young people across the County. The grant to the Cricket Club will allow them to buy equipment, to train two coaches and to help build a Cricket Practice Net on the playing field. The new Cricket Club plans to attend Youth Club on Tuesday evenings to encourage younger children to play cricket. The grant for skate-park evenings will allow 4 events in the Summer to follow on from last years successful nights
· Clerk reported that the £210 grant gained for winter salt was unused and he was applying for this to be carried over to 2014/15
· Victoria Aitken updated the meeting on flooding issues explaining that the Humber region is the number 1 'at risk area' in the country. If all negative flood risk events come together at once then Howdenshire would be severely flooded. A plan is being formulated by an all party group of local MPs to lobby for Central Government funding to support flood initiatives
The next meeting of Bubwith Parish Council will be held in Bubwith Leisure Centre at 7.30pm Thursday 8 May 2014 and it was noted that this will be the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council where election of Chairman etc takes place for the 2014/15 year. The meeting will be preceded by the Annual Parish Meeting at 7.00pm

When someone dials 999 with a cardiac arrest then the operator will direct them to the defibrillator with the code to get in the cabinet and then instruct in its use, the Ambulance Service assures the Parish Council that they are easy to use and may possibly save a life, particularly as ambulance response times can be longer in our rural location. The defibrillator plus cabinet would cost £1590 and the objective is to provide one each for Breighton and Bubwith

BROADBAND MEETING in the Leisure Centre

Do you have fast broadband? Fast enough for your needs? If not, you are invited to a public meeting in Bubwith Leisure Centre on May 22 at 7pm The wireless internet provider Quickline Communication Limited will present and discuss the fast broadband offer they are making available to households in local parishes, including Bubwith.

Their service will use a transmitter in Foggathorpe, which has already been successfully trialled. It will provide between 8mbps and 16mbps.  As you may be aware BT is currently upgrading broadband from the Bubwith exchange. Some people using Bubwith exchange will benefit greatly from this and receive fast/superfast broadband. Others will not. 

At present there are many households connected to Bubwith exchange who have to manage with less than 2mbps. This is sufficient only for the most basic internet tasks.  Ofcom now considers 8mbps the minimum needed for normal internet use.  

Estate agents are now flagging up broadband speeds, and house sales have fallen through on this one issue. Good broadband is now not a ‘nice to have’.  It’s a basic utility. 

If you suffer slow broadband this could be the time to do something about it.
