Public session, Malcolm Henson asked if more of the grass at the other side of the bridge could be cut, he also asked if weeds on the bridge could be sprayed and expressed concern at the digging up of the road outside the new house next to 74 Main Street, the work had not been done well or safely, Parish Councillors agreed that the work was poor
· HGVs in Breighton, Parish Councillors considered the offers of new signage to try and stop HGVs going through Breighton village unnecessarily and resolved to accept them. The Parish Council has written to local businesses on the airfield asking for post-code changes
· Defibrillator, Chairman reported on fund-raising and a meeting to be held shortly, anyone wishing to get involved should contact Ann Smith 288468
· Christmas Tree and lights, there is concern that the lights were getting old and less bright. The current transformer is not as powerful as it should be so it was resolved unanimously to change all 8 strings of lights to LED over the next 4 years and therefore 2 new strings will be bought before Christmas. Clerk to investigate a Christmas Tree, the star is to be altered and a collection is to be held at each Christmas event towards the new lights fund
· Surgery Lane condition, Richard Moore and the Clerk reported that the lane still needs work to make it acceptable. A plan of action has been put together and this was accepted, since the lane is so important to the parish giving access to the Surgery it was resolved that a one off grant would be given of half of the cost
· Clerk reported that the hedge at the bridge traffic lights plus hedge at the bridge at the bottom of the playing fields had been attended to by the village handyman
