Public session, Anne Young reported on behalf of the Bubwith Community Youth Club saying that due to new initiatives and support that numbers had increased from 19 to 40 per session, the East Riding play rangers were training local youth club volunteers in running sessions. The Youth Club had also arranged mobile skate-park sessions and sky bike rides via the East Riding Council and these had been well attended. Ann Smith had visited the Youth Club and found it to be well structured and strongly supported by parents. Anne Young said that the Youth Club was opening in the Summer this year and asked if some small financial support could be given by the Parish Council, the rent for the Summer would be £90 and the Summer skate-park sessions were costing £180. Youth Club entrance charges are £1 and as there are some families with more than 1 child this was seen as a sensible amount. Anne also noted comments from various people that anti-social behaviour was non-existent in Bubwith and this was partly due to the initiatives aimed at young people including the Youth Club This to be discussed at the August meeting

A Lifestyle group "Toxic" made a presentation about their Summer project which was to raise money to provide planters at the village entrance signs in Bubwith, the group passed round ideas for planters which were well received by Parish Councillors, the group will liaise with the Clerk to apply for permission to site the planters

**HGVs in Breighton, the companies on the airfield have responded about post codes and new directional signs are promised by the East Riding Council so hopefully this will improve
**Defibrillator, £536.07 has been raised so far and plans were discussed for further fund-raising events namely a coffee morning and fashion show. Charlotte Atkinson reported that another Lifestyle group was fund-raising towards a defibrillator
**Clerk reported that a grant application had been submitted to continue the twilight bus at Howden School

**It was reported that the new youth Community Cricket Club was doing well and had received £2500 of grants to help it set up, many thanks to Aviva for their generous financial support
**Streetscene walkabout on Thursday 7 August, an East Riding of Yorkshire Council officer walks the village with Parish Councillors to note problems in the parish and these are logged for action, if anyone knows of problems with verges/potholes or anything that needs attention please email the Clerk Steve
**Grass cutting in the parish by the East Riding of Yorkshire Council, it was agreed that standards were poor and the information sent by the East Riding Council was useless

**Richard Moore asked if the approach to Bubwith from North Yorkshire could be further tidied up by strimming the bund near the car park area

**Surgery Lane, the Parish Council had received reports about the poor state of the lane and resolved to take action. The Parish Council ordered 10 tons of road planings plus hired a digger and roller and set out to improve the lane, 5 Parish Councillors plus Malcolm Henson then spent a Saturday morning improving the surface and it is hoped that this will last for some time, grateful thanks to Service Timber and the East Riding of Yorkshire Council for their support

     winter has been held over for the 2014/15 winter
