Bubwith Parish Council meeting held in the Bubwith Leisure Centre on Thursdsay 14 August 2014

Public session
Our Police & Crime Commissioner Matthew Grove was welcomed by the Chairman and said that he looked after an area containing a million people, the budget of £183 million had to be cut by a further £32 million on top of £27 million savings already made. This meant that by 2017 the force would be operating with 30% less budget. Matthew stated his commitment to neighbourhood policing and stressed the importance of Community Support Police

Matthew had enjoyed watching the Youth Club organised skatepark before the meeting and had met the Lifestyle Team "I heart Bubwith", he said that events like these showed that Bubwith parish was a solid, safe community. he stressed that although communities like Bubwith were 'self policing' the Police would always be there to respond when necessary. He gave information about a £1.5 million fund available for crime prevention and encouraged the Parish Council to apply to the fund if there was a local need

Members of the Lifestyle Team "I heart Bubwith" Vicky, Hannah and Maddy outlined that they were raising money for the parish defibrillators and were aiming to make Bubwith a better place to live, they had raised £200 so far by selling wrist bands, making cards and selling food. Parish Councillors were invited to buy a band 
**The Clerk confirmed the recent legislation that gives anyone the right to record Parish Council meetings, the standing orders will be changed to reflect this law and a note will be put on every agenda to inform residents of their right to record

**HGVs in Breighton, work has been done to minimise the number of HGVs driving through Breighton and now waiting for signs to be erected etc
**Defibrillator, report on fund-raising plans, it was confirmed that £186 had been raised by the recent coffee morning and £722.07 had been raised so far. Clerk reported that he was making enquiries about raising funds via the Local Grant Fund from the East Riding of Yorkshire Council
**Dingle Dell group, Carol Hall reported that work was continuing but the major grant application to the Lottery has stalled as the group needed a Treasurer, Ann Smith volunteered to carry out the role
**Youth Club grant requested at the July meeting, the events run by the Youth Club including opening during the Summer, skate park evenings, sky bike rides and trips to swimming/bowling over the Summer holidays were seen as positive. Denise Shingler said it was vital to support these activities and they were a contributory factor to a low anti-social behaviour level, Denise proposed that £270 be awarded to help fund the Summer activities, this was seconded by Charlotte Atkinson and resolved unanimously
**Howden twilight bus grant, Clerk reported that the 2013/14 grant fund had now been exhausted and a new application had been submitted for 2014/15, there were problems in trying to continue the grant as the old grant had to be completed before the new application could be made
**Bubwith PC web-site, the web-site needs someone to manage it and suggestions were made
**Church graveyard grass cutting, Denise Shingler reported that the graveyard was cut by a band of volunteers who were effectively saving the parish money by their actions. The volunteers were not connected to the Church but took on the grass cutting to keep the graveyard tidy and a pleasant place to be for residents and visitors alike. There were problems with one of the mowers and it was likely that a new mower would be needed for the 2015 growing season, Clerk to include this item on the agenda for precept discussions in November 2014.
**Hedge at Highfield crossroads. The crossroads hedge has been cut well and now gives a much safer sight-line for traffic emerging from the north. 
**Severe weather snow clearance arrangements, Clerk reported on plans to clear snow as necessary in the Winter
