Public session
The Operation Lifestyle team of Eva, Hannah, Maddie, Molly and Victoria presented a cheque for £53.04 to the Parish Council defibrillator fund and said that a further £100 approximately will follow. The Chairman congratulated the team and thanked them for the donation
· Allotments, the Parish Council manages the allotment field and lets new allotments to start on 1 January each year, there are currently almost 30 allotments and new tenants are encouraged each year. The plot size is 6 metres by 21 metres and if two people wish to share then this can be arranged, please contact Steve Young as above
· Defibrillator, Clerk reported that with the donation at the start of the meeting there was approximately £875 in the fund. The Parish Council formally resolved to apply to the Local Grant Fund of the East Riding Council for £1999 towards two defibrillators and also £600 towards a lawnmower to help cut the Church Graveyard grass
· Kerb at entrance to Dyons, it was agreed to buy evergreen, tough, low growing shrubs like berberis to plant at this point to discourage drivers from mounting the kerb. The supply of shrubs from ERYC to mask the large box at the bridge amenity area to be followed up
· Christmas event, dates have been agreed and it was resolved to purchase a Christmas Tree for the Village Green
· The damage to Bubwith bridge has been reported to the East Riding of Yorkshire Council

· Hedges at the bridge, Clerk to arrange a meeting with Natural England to discuss maintenance of the hedges

· It was noted that the November meeting agenda will include annual precept discussions
· The land on the North Yorkshire of the Derwent bridge, the Parish Council has been maintaining this area over the Summer to ensure that the entrance to the village looks smart and positive comments had been received. The North Yorkshire Council will not maintain the area and for a low cost the area has been kept tidy by the PC
· The problems with dog mess being left on pavements has improved over the summer with the provision of doggie bags in the dispensers. However two problems were reported, one on Highfield Road where piles of dog mess have been left on the pavement, please join the rest of the village and keep pavements clean and safe. Secondly someone is picking up dog mess in a plastic bag and leaving it on the pavement in the centre of the village, please put the bag in any litter bin. The PC again emphasised that exposure to dog mess can cause a serious disease never mind the horrible situation of having to clean children’s shoes or pram wheels, please keep our parish clear of this offensive mess
· Ann Smith reported that a resident was concerned at chickens roaming loose on Highfield Road and crossing the road and damaging gardens by scratting up flowers, if these chickens are yours please try to keep them contained in your garden
· Richard Moore reported on investigations with N Powergrid about recent power outages. He had been told by N Powergrid that the problems were difficult to isolate and that systems were being put in place to specify where the problems are occurring. The problems are widespread and are affecting a large area
· Church Street Bubwith road closure between Main Street and Church Close was noted, this will start on 28 October 2014 and last 5 days
· A letter has been received from the Howden School Headteacher congratulating the Parish Council on the grant achieved to allow the twilight bus to operate, this ensures that our children attending Howden can take part in after school activities and still get home easily
