Public session

The Lifestyle group, Toxic, attended to present £136 to the Parish Council to put towards the parish Christmas Tree this year, the money was raised from a sponsored bike ride event. The Parish Council thanked the team and asked them to attend on Sunday 30 November at 6pm when the tree lights will be officially switched on, Toxic is Jessica, Katharin, Megan and Nell 
The Local Access Forum attended to discuss verges, Helen Reynolds and Ros Stanley explained that the LAF is formed by Hull and East Riding and is an independent body to give advice to residents. The verges sub-group looks at making verges a safe refuge and a way of linking villages and amenities, verges need to consider safe passage versus bio-diversity and the need for drainage grips etc so a compromise solution is often explored. Various examples of problems were discussed and the verges in Bubwith Parish were considered. Helen and Ros stated that they would be pleased to support any initiative brought forward by the Parish Council 
Chairman thanked them for an interesting discussion
· Defibrillator, £776.11 plus a promised further £100 has been raised towards the purchase of defibrillators for Breighton and Bubwith. It was agreed that any residual money would be used to hold first aid courses for any resident wishing to attend
· Dingle Dell group, Carol Hall reported that a meeting was planned for 5 December to look at moving the project forward
· Shrubs at Dyons entrance have been planted by Angie Yorke, it was agreed that ivy would be planted around the concrete base of the box in the amenity area at the bridge, (these shrubs have since been removed presumed stolen and the Police have been informed, if anyone has any information please contact the Clerk Steve or any Parish Councillor)

Precept 2015/16, financial decisions were taken as follows
1. Allotment rent was increased from 12p to 14p per square yard
2. Clerks salary and conditions, it was appreciated that 25 hours per month is not sufficient to carry out the work and this was increased to 30 hours plus salary increased by 50p per hour to £10.50 per hour
3. Newsletter delivery pay was increased by £12 per year (Carol Hall took no part)
4. Grant request Bubwith Playing Fields Committee, a grant of £2700 was awarded
5. Grant request Community Cricket Club, a grant of £100 was awarded 
6. Grant request from the under 5’s for staff clothing, it was considered that whilst the principle of staff wearing standard work clothing was applauded the precept should not be used to pay for work clothes of employees and hence no grant was awarded

7. Grant request from the Youth bus, this was considered a valuable resource for the young people of the parish and a grant of £750 was awarded 
8. Grant request from the Youth Club, a grant of £150 was awarded 
9. Grant request from the Church for help with new flooring, a grant of £289 was awarded 
10. The necessity of a grant reserve plus the decision on what to ask for as a precept were held over to the December meeting
· It was reported that the footpath is being obstructed by parked vehicles to the east of the Indian Restaurant and wheelchairs etc cannot pass. Parish Councillors considered that this obstruction was putting vulnerable people at risk as wheelchairs etc were having to pass the vehicles by going on the road, hence the Police will be asked to intervene
· It was reported that fireworks had gone on for a long period this year and this was inconsiderate to pet owners. Parish Councillors asked that people be more considerate to fellow residents who are pet owners

EFIBRILLATORS, as previously reported the Parish Council has been working to achieve two defibrillators, one for Breighton and one for Bubwith. Fund-raising by residents and the Operation Lifestyle team of Eva, Hannah, Maddie, Molly and Victoria has raised nearly      £800. 
THE GOOD NEWS
is that the Parish Council has obtained a grant from the ERYC to fund the difference and two defibrillators can now be purchased. The Yorkshire Ambulance Service will be involved in siting and training and any spare money will be used to run general emergency first aid courses

This tremendous potentially life-saving news has been made possible by an Operation Lifestyle Team and parish fundraisers…...take a bow well done!!!
DOOR CHAIN LOCKS, the Parish Council has also obtained a grant from the Police Commissioners Office to buy and fit door chain locks, the grant is to be shared with neighbouring Parish Councils as it was a “cluster” grant bid

The grant is to help protect vulnerable people, this is defined as people who are aged, infirm, who live alone, who have young children so if you feel that you fit one of these criteria and would like someone to come and fit a door chain lock please contact any Parish Councillor or Steve the Clerk as soon as possible. If you feel you qualify in other ways please come forward and if you know someone you consider vulnerable please nominate them. The grant was given to support our residents, it is not charity so please don’t be backward at coming forward!!! The door chains are a good defence against doorstep crime according to the Police

LIFELINE, the East Riding of Yorkshire Council run the Lifeline scheme which is basically a panic button that you wear, if you fall or feel unwell you can press the button and help will be sent. This service is available to anyone who feels that they would benefit and the term vulnerable people is used as a guide so again if you live alone, are aged or infirm, have young children or have just been discharged from hospital etc then this would possibly benefit you. There are 3 options ranging in price from £14 to £22 per month.
