Public session

Mike Metcalf of the East Riding of Yorkshire Council gave a presentation on how the ERYC is working to improve the dog fouling situation throughout the East Riding. There are only a small number of dog wardens and hence Parish Councillors throughout the county are being asked to keep an eye on people who allow their pets to foul without picking up. Mike went through the system of how to report pet owners who do not pick up and asked Parish Councillors to report anyone seen, this can be done anonymously and if a regular occurrence the dog wardens will patrol the affected area. It was pointed out that dog fouling is not allowed on footways or Public Rights of Way. Chairman thanked Mike for his attendance. An item to be put in the newsletter
Tom Render of Yorkshire Ambulance attended to talk about defibrillators, the £1999.00 grant awarded to the Parish Council plus the £776.11 from local fund-raising will allow the purchase and siting of two defibrillators, one in Breighton and one in Bubwith. Tom explained which defibrillators are available, how much they will cost and where they should be sited. The Parish Council will discuss siting at the January meeting, Brian Windsor offered to have the Bubwith machine on the wall of the Spar shop, Clerk to check whether the BT telephone box in Breighton is an option for siting
John Cunnington from Highfield talked about speeding and the initiative that allows local people to measure speed of vehicles, any vehicles caught speeding are then sent a letter and if repeated 3 times they are prosecuted. Clerk to investigate this system and report to the January meeting. Clerk to investigate a 20mph zone in the village centre
· The shrubs at Dyons entrance were originally recommended to be planted by the Highways Department of the East Riding of Yorkshire Council and were mistakenly removed by another ERYC department, they will be replaced
· The hedges the Derwent bridge have been cut at the request of the Parish Council on road safety and amenity grounds, they will be cut every two years in future by Natural England
· Chain locks for vulnerable residents, the take up has been very low
