75/17 Matters arising
· Dog fouling, stickers have been received saying waste can be put in litter bins
· Allotments, the field has now been cut
· Public Rights of Way, maps of PROW to be requested from East Riding Council and a means of displaying them to be considered. Clerk to advise on costings for a heritage board 
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, Charlotte Atkinson reported that the advising architect has now prepared plans and is about to go out to tender and planning with a view to grant applications being submitted in January 2018 ready for work to commence in the Summer of 2018. Charlotte explained the plans and external finishes plus internal layout of rooms
· Trees survey, ongoing
· Bubwith Parish Council web-site, all information has now been passed to the website designer and the site is expected to go live shortly
· Planning for Christmas, festive lighting certificate obtained, tree arranged and to be joint sponsored by the Real Aeroplane Company and Club, the tree will be put up on the Village Green at 9am on 2 December. The Parish Council resolved to grant a float of £100 to the joint Parish Council/Leisure Centre Christmas event on 2 December for incidental expenses and any profit on the evening will pay this back and then be split between the School and the Raise the Roof Fund. The 12th annual carols around the Christmas Tree will take place at 6pm on Sunday 17 December followed by mulled wine and mince pies in Richard and Shirley Moore’s barn
· Spaldington Wind Farm Community Fund, it was noted that the next round of grants will need to be applied for early in 2018
· Two residents had contacted the Parish Council with concerns about the noise of fireworks and the effect on animals and young children. The Parish Council appreciated the concerns and suggested that the October 2018 newsletter should ask for consideration when using fireworks and lighting bonfires

It was resolved to make decisions on the grant applications plus level of precept at the December meeting. It was further resolved not to increase allotment rents and to increase the Clerk’s salary by 1% from 1 April 2018

· Denise Shingler reported grass verges at the bend at the bottom of Brighton Road and also in Breighton village were damaged plus there is standing water in Breighton after rain plus hedge owners in Breighton need a further reminder about cutting back to leave footpaths clear
