Linda Lambert attended to express frustration about the recent planning decision for tree work on The Honeypot, the Parish Council advised that Linda could appeal or submit a new planning application.

22/17 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 9/3/2017, these were approved and signed by the Chairman

23/17 Matters arising
· Dog fouling, Bubwith School poster competition, Chairman reported a good standard of posters and that they will be sealed and put up around the village. The prize fund of £45 in book tokens was funded by Sandra Hills and this to be reimbursed. The weather proof sealing cost will be in the order of £59 and it was agreed to fund this cost
· Allotments, there is now 1 vacant plot, Christmas trees planting area has been prepared and planting will be done shortly. The allotment field has had its first cut
· Public Rights of Way to include report on meeting with Natural England. The presentation by Natural England and the closing of the riverbank footpath was discussed and an email from East Cottingwith Parish Council was read out, Clerk reported on feedback following the presentation by Natural England made in Ellerton. It was commented that whilst not the whole problem it was obvious that dog walking was a major concern to Natural England. Parish Councillors supported the view that the riverbank should be open for walkers as it has been for many generations. An email from Lesley Whitehead of the East Riding Council explained the work that was being planned in the Churchyard to lift the footpath and ease flooding problems. Charlotte Atkinson reported that someone was taking out finger posts on some rights of way and she would contact Lesley Whitehead to see what could be done, there was concern that a dangerous hole was being left when posts were taken out
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, Charlotte Atkinson reported that a new constitution was being submitted to the Charity Commission for approval and that two new trustees had just been appointed. New directors had been appointed to the Bar Company to meet current requirements, fundraising was ongoing and the next event was the Get Together on Sunday 18 June. Richard Moore reported that a new kitchen had been donated by Howdens and the size of the kitchen was being increased to maximise this donation. The doors and windows replacement contract will be given out next week and work will commence as soon as possible, the disabled toilet is being redesigned as soon as possible. The major issue of a new roof is being taken forward following meetings with grant project managers and a new roofing company contact
· Speeding concerns and options to explore to reduce speeding in the parish, an email from John Cunnington was discussed and it was agreed to send out letters to companies on Breighton Airfield asking for members of staff and HGV drivers to be made aware of effects of speeding on the B1228
· Surgery Lane, pot-holes repair by Ian Peach was much appreciated and it was agreed to write to the surgery to suggest an ongoing maintenance programme
· Trees survey, nothing to report
· Bus Champion to oversee bus services, Carol Hall stated that she was prepared to continue and this was accepted with thanks
· Bubwith Parish Council web-site still needs someone to host it
· Newsletter format, various ideas were discussed to make the newsletter more readable and Denise Shingler offered to get involved in the reformatting
· BT box Breighton Road is to be removed and it was agreed by 8 votes to 2 to allow Foggathorpe Parish Council to remove the door before this happens. It was also resolved by 8 votes to 2 NOT to adopt the BT box on Highfield Road 
· Doggie bags, it was resolved to put some bags in each dispenser to coincide with the placement of children’s posters

There are also signs of Witches Broom. T2, Silver Birch, fell. This is near the boundary and is too near to the bungalow and drains. It is also causing damp and blocking out light. T3, Silver Birch, reduce by 20% and to shape and balance. This also has Witches Broom Disease and could benefit from a slight crown lift. T4, Silver Birch. Reduce by 20% and to slightly crown lift as it is getting too large for its setting and is blocking out light at Lindum Garth, 21 Church Street, Bubwith for Mrs Linda Lambert, part refuse and part grant
